1. Public Hearing - Condition Use Permit – Oversized Structure for David Ursem at 5430 W 5100 S. The structure will be 1,594 sq. ft.  David Ursem was present and stated there would be electrical in the building.

2. Public Hearing – Conditional Use Permit – Oversized Structure for Val Richins at 5679 W 4200 S. The Structure will be 1,800 sq. ft. Mr. Richins was present to answer questions.

3. Public Hearing – Rezone for Casey Warren at 4381 S 5100 W from R1 to R2. The parcel is 5.97 acres. Engineer Allen explained the rezone parcel. Casey Warren was present to explain that he was only planning 3 lots along the back he needed the R2 rezone for the frontage of the property. 
Public Comment:
Elizabeth Martin at 4497 S 5225 W stated her concerns with a underground canal that the owner needed to be aware of and she wants the property to stay the current zoning of R1.
Stan Weems at 4417 S 5225 W stated he moved here for the rural feeling and the stress free environment and would like it to stay R1. 
Boyd Stuckey at 4385 S 5100 W stated the drainage problems that already exist in the area and feels smaller lots would add to the problem.

Mr. Warren stated he is concern with the neighbors feeling and will look into the canal before he buys the property. Commissioners discussed the drainage problem on the property and the concerns of the neighbors. They stated that the land use map on the general plan allows for R2 in that area.

4. Public Hearing – Rezone for Casey Meenderick at 6582 W 5100 S from R1 to R2.  Engineer Allen explained the parcel rezone to the Commissioners. Mr. Meenderick was present to state that his plans are to just build 1 home and this time but wanted to get the rezone on the property now.

Kathleen Strong at 6516 W 5100 S stated her concerns with the dirt he is filling up the low part of the land with that is will cause drainage on her property. She also stated that her concerns with the piping of the slough. 
Ronald Fowers at 4931 S 6700 W stated his concern with having smaller lots and wants the zoning to stay the same. 
Shawn Higgs at 6475 W 5100 S stated his concerns with smaller lots and wants the zoning to stay R1.
Phil Maw at 6300 W is concern with the smaller lots and asked if his property would able to be rezoned to R2.

5. Public Hearing – David Hall Subdivision at approximately 5670 S 7100 W for a one acre lot subdivision. Engineer Allen explained the 1 lot subdivision to the Commissioners. ( see attached Memo) Dave Hall was present to explain his concerns with putting up the fence and would like to just let Max Hunter farm the extra part of the acre he will not be using. He has also had the drain ditch pipe and filled per the public work director direction.
