PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
August 13, 2015

1. Chairman Hill called the meeting to order.  
2. The Pledge of Allegiance and reverence was offered by Commissioner Cox.
3. The July 9, 2015 minutes were reviewed by the Commission.  
Motion:	Commissioner Cox made a motion to approve the July 9, 2015 meeting minutes as 			written.
Seconded:	Commissioner Platt seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously. 

CITY BUSINESS
1. Conditional Use Permit for the self-storage building at 5215 W. 4000 S. was presented.   Larry Hill and Scott McArthur are the owners.  Mr. Hill would like to put more storage sheds on the property next to the existing storage buildings.  There is a house on the property that they use for an office.  The lot is zoned commercial and is on a one acre parcel.  He said they will have to extend the detention pond that was installed when the original buildings were built.  Mr. Hill stated that the buildings would be contained on the one acre lot.  Tracy stated that this request is a commercial property and goes through a site plan review and be approved by the City. 
Open for public comment.  No Comment.  Close public comment.
Motion:	Commissioner Cave made a motion to approve the conditional use permit to allow the storage sheds to be built but they need to go through a site plan review with City staff.   Tracy said they will take it under advisement and see if the site plan needs to go through the Council.  
Seconded:  Commissioner Cox seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously by the Planning Commission.
Tracy said to Mr. Hill that they may need to come to the Council after the plan gets reviewed.
2. Tray Allen presented the rezone for the Bennett property at 5591 W. 4600 S.  The request is to change the zoning for this property from R1 to R2.  There are other properties close to this property that are zoned R2.  This is a five acre parcel.  The Bennett’s home is on the west side of this property.  The next step for this property is to apply for a two lot subdivision.  There is a requirement to have a 100 ft. frontage for each lot on a public street.  
Darlene Bennett was asked by Commissioner Hill if the fence was on the property line.  She said no.  
Tracy Allen said that the setbacks for the house and out buildings have to be met.
Open for public comment.  No comment.  Close public comment.
Motion:	Commissioner Cox made a motion to recommend rezoning the property of Darlene Bennett at 5591 W. 4600 S. from R1 to R2.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Seconded:	Commissioner Cave seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously by the Commission.
3. Final approval of the Meenderick Subdivision was reviewed by Tracy Allen for the Commission.  This is at 6562 W. 5100 S.  This is a one lot subdivision with a one acre lot and the remainder of the property to remain as a large parcel which is about 9 acres.   Mr. Meenderick will be required to put in a fire hydrant.  All of the approval letters have been received.  The remaining issues are the curb, gutter and sidewalk and the land separation fence.  There is a 100 foot no build setback that is recognized on the plat.
Casey Meenderick said he didn’t think there would ever be a need for the sidewalk and he was hoping to not have to put in a land separation fence since he owns both sides.
Open for public comment.  No comment.  Close public comment.
Commissioner Cave abstained from the vote because he is the engineer for the development.
Motion: 	Commissioner Plat made a motion to recommend approval with no land separation and the curb, gutter and sidewalk to be escrowed.	 
Seconded:	Commissioner Cox seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously by the Commission.
4. The final approval of the Higley Meadows Subdivision Phase 3 was tabled last meeting because they need to do more work on the submittal.  There are 14 lots and is connected on the west side of Higley Meadows    Phase 2.  There were design issues for the rear lot drainage that needed to be address.  There will be some rear yard collection and be run to a basin on the Doug Hamblin property.  When that property is developed the drainage will be taken care of.  Public Director, Jared Hancock met with the developer in the field and came up with this solution.  
Jason Hamblin was representing the development.  He felt that everything has been figured out.  	
Commissioner Cave wanted to make sure the detention basin will be taken care of until there is a more permanent improvement.  
Tracy Allen said it will be put in the developer’s agreement.  He also stated it will say on the plat that it is the property owner’s responsibility to take care of their own drainage. 
Commissioner Cave abstained from the vote.
Motion:	Commissioner Cox made a motion to recommend final approval of the Higley Meadows Phase 3 Subdivision.
Seconded:	Commissioner Plat seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously by the Commission.

Motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Cave.
Seconded by Commissioner Cox.
