WELCOME:
Mrs. Page welcomed the Board to the meeting.
MINUTES:


Mrs. Smith made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held September 29, 2015. Commissioner Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

BUDGET 2016 – DISCUSSION:
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that since our last meeting the County has decided to move to an allocation approach to managing Facilities and Custodial services for all County buildings, including the libraries.  The salaries and benefits of all custodial and facilities staff would move to the Facilities Department through an allocation of money as well as the utilities, custodial supplies, buildings and grounds, and building improvements lines.  The Board discussed how this would work.

CHANGE IN BOARD MEETING SCHEDULE – DISCUSSION:

The Board discussed the schedule for Board meetings in 2016 and whether or not there should be a change in the time when the Board meets each month.  Commissioner Smith made a motion to move it to 5:00pm and Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion did not pass and was tabled until the next meeting.
CONTRACT RATIFICATIONS:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the following contracts have been approved at Commission Meetings since our last Board meeting:
-My Heritage (USA) Inc, for license to access World Vital Records in the amount of $5,250 for one year.  It provides census and genealogical information used primarily for family history research.  Commissioner Smith made a motion to ratify the contract.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
-Propay for processing to allow the Library to accept credit cards for fine and fee payments in the amount of $3,750 in 2015 and an estimated $15,000 annually after that.  Mrs. Sanford told the Board that on October 1, 2015 it became law that people had to have chip enabled credit cards.  When we were working with this agreement it was for equipment that did not work with chip enabled cards.  Propay has not announced when the new equipment that will accept chipped cards will be available.  We don’t want to buy the old machines and then have to buy new machines that will accept the chipped cards.  We are exploring the option of taking on-line payments first and buy the new equipment when it is available.  Commissioner Smith made a motion to ratify the contract.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

-WHW Engineering, Inc. for the design of the boiler upgrade at the North Branch Library in Clearfield in the amount of $12,450.  Mrs. Eastman made a motion to ratify the contract.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
TECHNOLOGY UPDATE:

We are working on the Propay credit card process and we have a few other projects we are working with the Information Systems department on.
PROGRAMMING – UPDATE:
-Mrs. Sanford told the Board that Summer Reading Program planning has begun for 2016.  We are revamping the way we do programming for the Library system and that is currently under discussion.  She will give them an update when they come to a consensus.
-The Spooktacular Stories are rolling out.  It will be a spooky evening and one to enjoy.  
BUILDINGS – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the drainage system has been installed in Centerville parking lot.  She thanked Barry Burton and the Public Works department for their work on this project.   We will resurface it in 2016 if it accomplishes what we want it to do.
POSSIBLE ART DONATION – PROPOSED:
Mrs. Sanford said she received a phone call from a local family who had a family member pass away and in his will he had two pieces of art that he wanted donated to the Library.  The artist is Nancy Lund, and the paintings depict areas in Farmington and Syracuse.  The decision to accept the donation rests with the Board.  Our policy #250 reads that the Board may appoint an independent advisory committee to view the donations and make a recommendation on whether or not we should accept the paintings.  Because we have the Davis County Arts Advisory Committee in place Mrs. Sanford asked the Board’s permission to have 2 or 3 of the Committee members work with the family, review the art, and make a recommendation to the Board.  Mrs. Eastman made a motion to give Mrs. Sanford that permission.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
RATIFICATION OF BILLS – SEPTEMBER 2015:
After some discussion Commissioner Smith made a motion to ratify the bills paid in September 2015 in the amount of $864,173.74.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the Commissioners have generously opted to close County facilities on Christmas Eve, December 24, 2015.  The Libraries will be closed on Christmas Eve and Christmas Day, but we will be open as usual on Saturday, December 26, 2015.  We follow the holiday schedule the County puts out which includes November 11, 2015 for Veterans Day, and November 26 and 27, 2015 for Thanksgiving.  Years ago it was decided to forgo the Columbus Day holiday and move it to the day after Thanksgiving.  
The Board discussed the August circulation report that was given to them.  

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that for October’s Conversations with the Board, Laurel Pedersen is going to give them a tutorial on how to use the databases and our catalog on Wednesday, October 28, 2015 at 9:00am.  Commissioner Smith, Mrs. Morgan, and Mrs. Summerhays will be attending. 

Mrs. Smith suggested revisiting ways to get the word out about our services.  The Board discussed this and wondered about putting notices in City bills and on Facebook.
ADJOURNMENT:

Commissioner Smith made a motion to adjourn at 9:16 a.m.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
