 ROLL CALL:  Committee Chairman Lee Fox, committee members Delos Bowers, Jeff Lamb, and John Taylor; Town Clerk Velva Lee Sherman.

MINUTES:  Minutes of the Planning & Zoning Committee meeting, held Tuesday, 15 September 2015, were read by the town clerk.  Delos Bowers made the motion to approve the minutes as read, seconded by John Taylor, followed by a unanimous vote in favor.

PETITIONS/COMMUNICATIONS:  
1.  Kaleb Rees, concerning subdividing property at 100 South  125 West


Mr. Rees presented a notarized letter giving him permission to deal with the Planning & Zoning Committee on behalf of Roger & Rebecca Rees in the matter of subdividing the lot belonging to them located at 100 South  125 West (Lot #92781 on county plat map). The plan is to divide the 1.06 acre lot into two (2) conforming .53 acre lots. The existing house, located in the proposed lot to the north, is to be removed. A new house will be built on the same spot, with the front facing east rather than north. The existing sewer system, constructed within the last eight (8) years, is to be used if adequate.

A plat map, a plot map, and a letter of intent were given to the committee. John Taylor made a motion to approve the subdivision as outlined, pending the outcome of the public hearing. His motion was seconded by Delos Bowers and approved unanimously.

2.  Carol Jensen, representing Don Peterson, concerning construction of shed on property at 162 W Center.


Mrs. Jensen presented all of Mr. Peterson's paperwork to the committee and answered questions as needed. Mr. Peterson proposes to build a garage/storage building with a 14'x28' lean-to for parking a trailer. The building will be 30'x28', 840 square feet, 22' high, and will face south. There will be no electricity or plumbing; construction will be salvaged wooden power poles, metal sides and roof, with two (2) 10'x10' doors. 

Paperwork presented included:  building permit application, setback verification, plat plan, plot plan, building plans, and letter of intent. The application fee of $275.00 was paid with a check. The town clerk agreed to have all paperwork stamped and ready for Mrs. Jensen to pick up by 9:00 a.m. Wednesday, 21 October 2015.
BUSINESS:  
Chairman Fox read the letter he had drafted, concerning the Annexation Plan and Expansion Area Map, to be presented to the Wales Town Council in their November meeting (see attached). The letter was signed by himself, Delos Bowers, and John Taylor. Jeff Lamb had left the meeting shortly before to attend to other obligations. The town clerk will attempt to get his signature on the letter also, prior to the town council meeting.
Chairman Fox informed committee members that he is still working on the master plan.
The motion to adjourn was made by John Taylor, seconded by Delos Bowers, with a unanimous vote in favor.
