The Board of County Commissioners met on October 20, 2015 4:00 p.m. for its Commission Work Meeting.  In attendance were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner Tammy Pearson; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant; Ginger McMullin Clerk/Auditor, Von Christiansen, County Attorney, Michelle Evans, Assistant to the Commission Assistant.
Prayer was offered by Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant.
Pledge of Allegiance
Review of meeting with the Lt Governor.  Commission had met earlier with Lt. Governor, Comm. Dalton reported that it was a very productive meeting with the Lt. Governor.  They discussed SITLA Lands, and felt it went very well.   
Review bids for the County Building shingle replacement.    Sealed bids were opened during Commission Meeting.  They were taken for review.
County bills were reviewed for approval.   Motion to approve bills was made unanimous.
2016 Project and Budget Prioritization discussed.  Mr. Albrecht mentioned that the County has received the resignation of Jeremy & Alicia Gale.  Comment was made that they have done a great job for the County.    Mr. Albrecht also discussed the options with the 4-H moving to the Auxiliary Services Building and further renovations.  The Commission took this information for review.  
Reviewed North Creek Loop County Road RFP’s.  Sealed bids were opened during Commission Meeting.  They were taken for review.  The bid was accepted.  Motion to authorize the bid to Jones & Demille on the North Creek Loop Road, vote was unanimous. 
Consider for adoption Resolution 2015-20, appointing the County’s representative for the Utah Counties Indemnity Pool election.  Motion authorizing Ginger McMullin as the representative coordinator for UCIP member was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.
Beaver City Manager, Brent Blackner, Council Members Connie Fails and Tyler Schena met with the Commission to discuss the Library and Walking Path issues.  The Council Members discussed the issues with the ATV riders on the walking path and placing barriers in specified locations.   Mr. Doug Sorenson is will to volunteer to use the County sweeper, monthly, and a Volunteer Agreement will be drafted for this event.  It was recommended that the prisoners could go and remove the debris from the walking path.    Ms. Angela Edwards, Beaver City Librarian met with the Commission to discuss a request for travel compensation, for travel within the County Libraries.  She discussed the changes and improvement of the Libraries.  She is proposing an increased funding for the local Libraries in Beaver County.   The Commission suggested an MOU and reallocating the funds between the Cities & Town.  The Commission was not in favor of any kind of tax increase.  They want to revisit the issue after further discussion with the participating Cities & Town.  

Commission discussed the upcoming Western Freedom Festival Concert and Events.
Mr. Christiansen brought forth a list of people that are willing to come to Commission Meeting and offer the opening prayer.  This list is a diversified list of denominations of religions.
Mr. Christiansen presented a discussion about Cloud Seeding and an old contract that the County participated in 1987.  There is no current contract for this service.   
Mr. Christiansen discussed GRAMA policy within the County.  Mr. Christiansen also discussed the new law that has taken affect for GRAMA.  Item tabled for further discussion.
FORGE geothermal sit update.  Rick Allis with the FORGE Geothermal discussed the preliminary concept for a new site.   The FORGE site, North Milford Valley, is one of five sites awarded around the Western U.S.
Public Hearing to receive public comment regarding the transportation sales tax ballot proposition.  Motion to enter into Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Present were Craig Wright, Beaver City Mayor; Brent Blackner, Beaver City Manager;  Chris Smith, Beaver City Council; Connie Fails, Beaver City Council; Chad McWilliams, Tyler Schena, Beaver City Council; Mary Wignall, Nolan Davis, Milford City Mayor; Ward Dotson, Minersville City Town Mayor, Anona Yardley, Beaver City Recorder; Paul Barton Beaver City Treasurer.  Mayor Wright and Mayor Davis addressed the Commission speaking FOR the proposition.   Ward Dotson Minersville Town Mayor also addressed the Commission and spoke that he is NOT for tax increases; he spoke of how we can be better stewards of tax payer monies.  Tyler Schena, Beaver City Council addressed the Commission in this forum.  He feels that Prop #1 will be a great opportunity for our Cities & Towns.  Comm. Pearson also addressed the Commission, she commended the improvements of the Cities and how nice they are.
Motion to leave Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous. 
Clerk/Auditor Ginger McMullin discussed the upcoming benefit package for 2016.  She also discussed the changes for the coming year benefits and the new added features the County could take advantage of.
No other business was discussed, meeting adjourned.
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
