1. Verdoia opened the meeting at 2:09 pm. The purpose of the meeting is to review grant proposals for Capacity Building and Arts Project for FY16. Verdoia then went through the roll call, and then turned to Cannon Alder to explain the grants in front of everyone.

2. Discussion of proposal for FY16 Capacity Building and Arts Project funding.
Cannon Alder explained the grant process to the board, and then went on to review the recommendations put forth by the staff and the panelists of the grants. She explained the color coding within the spreadsheet and said that each color designates a break in scoring, and that this helps determine appropriate funding percentage recommendations based on the panel scores (100%, 90%, 80%, 70%,….no funding)

The Arts Project category had a note next to Wasatch Chamber Music Society, which scored well during the panel. The issue among the panelists was that the organization was only marketing their project toward Davis County, and this caused some concern for access. 
The other organization that came up for discussion was Chamber Music Society of SLC. This was just a poorly written grant for an organization like theirs. Verdoia then asked for additional comments from the board, and Langue asked for more clarification on the matter. 

Jacobs commented that he does not want to make an exception for Wasatch Chamber Music to affect future grants, especially because of what the guidelines say about having project be open to the public. Cannon Alder stated that Chamber Music SLC could receive a token amount of $1,000, but nothing less than that. Jacobs disagreed and did not want money to be taken from others to make this accommodation. The proposal on the table for those two organizations was that each could receive $1,000. 

Langue motioned to fund $1,000 for Wasatch Chamber Music Society, and nothing will go to Chamber Music SLC with the amendment that we will talk with the organization. Romney seconded the motion. APPROVED following a roll call by Verdoia.

After no further discussion on the Arts Project recommendations, Jacobs motioned to approve the entire category of Arts Project. Tom Alder seconded the motion. APPROVED following a roll call by Verdoia with the amendment to fund Wasatch Chamber Music $1,000 (Stated Above).

Cannon Alder then introduced Capacity Building, and had a comment that Little Bloomsbury had not yet become a 501 c (3) organization. Once that is received, we can officially fund them according to their funding recommendation. 

Jacobs motioned to approve FY16 Capacity Building recommendations. Malzl seconded. ***Romney recused himself from voting on this matter since his organization was included in the grant category***. APPROVED following a roll call from Verdoia.
