1. Darrington and Miller called the meeting to order and thanked everyone for being here.

2. Discussion of proposal for emergency funds for the Museum of the San Rafael
Ortiz opened this discussion with a brief overview and history of the museum and their current situation where they are requesting $3,107.68 to help fix water damage that the museum encountered back in June 2015. 

The museum is located in the old city hall building, which is not currently being maintained. Major rain damage was incurred in June and the museum is requesting fund to help them fix the damage and begin their move to another location. 

Darrington then explained the breakdown of the budget, which is as follows:
	Liquid Bleach – $3.84
	Wypalls - $32.95
	Gloves - $12.95
	2 One Gallon Buckets - $3.99
	Partitions - $2,628.00
	Paint - $42.00
	Boxes - $379.00
Law asked if the move to the new location was permanent or temporary, and Ortiz responded by saying the move is permanent, but that it is just happening sooner than planned because of the rain damage to the old building.

Miller asked if the funds requested were enough to get this job done and cover all of the expected costs. Ortiz believed that the amount the museum proposed was a bit low based on her experiences, but explained that we can only fund based on what they have asked for, which was a pretty detailed breakdown. 

Sanders confirmed that the largest cost, the partitions, were priced correctly and that they should know the most about how much the emergency project will cost. 

After no further questions, Miller asked for a motion.

Bill Sanders moved to approve the funding to the Museum of the San Rafael.
Donna Law Seconded the motion.

Wicai then asked everyone through a roll call for approval, and all responded with “I”.
