I. Meeting was called to order at 7:02 PM
II. Minutes of 10/14/15 meeting were corrected (committee for the ZAP application for funds for a visitor orientation center included Sherrie Robertson not Doris Richards). Motion to approve corrected minutes was made by Scott Spackeen & seconded by Sherrie Robertson; motion passed.
III. Mitt Stewart requested approval for two trail races to be run in the park. Dates to be April 6, 2016 and May 4, 2016 (both from 6:30 to 8:15 PM on Wednesday evenings).  Races are to be run on wood chipped trails only. Doris Richards moved to approve the two races, motion was passed (after the “Shakula Rule” was suspended by vote of the members). IV. Ty Harrison & Sherrie Robertson presented the first draft of the application for funds from ZAP for the Visitor Orientation Center. John Shakula moved to approve the draft with allowances for editorial changes by the committee. Motion was seconded by Sherrie Robertson and was passed.
V. The request by Ivory Homes for a zone change to PUD2 on their parcel on Dimple Dell Road was discussed. The Sandy City Council will hear this request at their November 17 meeting. Terry Wood will send a letter to the Sandy City Council outlining the Boards reasons for being opposed to the proposed zone change.
VI. New Business: the bridge has been surfaced with asphalt “regrind”, a local farmer has approached Wayne Johnson with a request to meet to discuss using goats to control cereal rye in the park, wood chips will be laid down on some trails, Terry Wood will write a letter to Questar commending them on their re-vegetation of the new gas pipeline.
