2016 Budget   (3:07:12 PM)

	Mr. Patrick Leary, Township Executive, Office of Township Services, delivered a PowerPoint presentation showing the source of revenues for the Municipal Services District (MSD), contributions from the MSD fund, 2016 priorities, new requests, break down of the budget comparing 2015 with the proposed 2016 budget, and the funding for the unincorporated area. (PowerPoint on file in the Council Clerk’s Office.)  He stated included in the budget is an increase in the fund balance reserve from 5 percent (as required by law) to 7 percent reserve.  Hopefully, next year the reserve can be increased to 10 percent to match what the County’s fund balance reserves are.  Included in the budget is a request for four new FTE positions – two in public works, one in animal services, and the final request is for a fiscal director for the MSD.  

	Trustee Newton asked if the four new FTE positions were recommended by the Mayor in his proposed budget.  During the 2015 midyear budget adjustment, the Council approved a new FTE position for the Office of Township Services.  She asked what position that FTE filled.  

	Mr. Leary stated the FTE was for a senior policy advisor, similar to the Council’s aides.  All four positions are included in the proposed budget.

	Trustee Newton stated some of the community councils are asking for additional funds for communication purposes relating to what will happen next with the newly created townships.  She asked if any funds remained from the $50,000 the Council set aside this year for community council communication. If so, the Council could reallocate these funds.  

	Mr. Leary stated he would look into that.

	Trustee Newton stated there is a line item in the budget for Office of Township Services under the heading of contributions for $351,000.  She asked what that fund would be used for.

	Mr. Leary stated that budget is for contributions to the community councils, as well as other miscellaneous contributions.
