Chairman Moss opened the meeting at 4:30 p.m.

A Motion was made by Brian Hardy to approve the minutes of the meeting of September 6, 2012.  A second was made by Lynn Capener.  The motion was approved unanimously.

It was recommended that the Title III SRS funds received in January in the amount of $19,211.09 would be used to reimburse the snow cat for Search & Rescue that was approved in May of 2011.  The original purchase price of the snow cat was $139,918.  Total reimbursements to date, if approved, would be $95,552.65 leaving $44,365.35 remaining to be reimbursed.
A MOTION was made by Brian Hardy to reimburse the mineral lease fund $19,211.09 for the snow cat vehicle purchase.  A second was made by Kerry Kunzler.  The motion was approved unanimously.
Box Elder Central Fire Special Service District—Dave Forsgren provided a wish list of needed equipment for the fire district (see attachment) for a total of $17,330.60.  This equipment is used to fight wild land fires.  They requested it from the county fire department, but they have been turned down. Commissioner Summers said they were looking at some things, and there may be money available from the county if the board wanted to wait.  The board was fine about funding them as long as the fire district is unincorporated and they do not have taxing authority to support their own district.  Since this equipment is for fighting fires on federal land, funds from Title III could be used to reimburse the purchase of this equipment or mineral lease.  If the mineral lease money is used and later additional SRS III funds come in, the mineral lease money could be reimbursed.

FEPP Truck Build-out—Bill Gilson
Bill Gilson’s crew is working on the​​​​​​​​​​​​ FEPP truck build-out of two water tenders.  They are doing all they can in-house in the Road Department.  They are requesting more funds to finish.  The first is a 6-wheel drive freight liner; they are putting a 3.5 thousand gallon tank on and it’s going to Park Valley; Bill Gilson said it is bigger than most duce and a halfs—total of $14,400 is needed.  The other duce and a half needs $3,425 to finish. The total of both trucks is $17,825.  The filled trucks can be driven to a site to fill the brush trucks from them. There will also be jets off the front and each side to spray 25 feet off both sides.  They took a 6.5 thousand gallon tank off of old Willard City fire truck, took seven feet out of it and mounted it and will paint it. Total needed is $17,825.

They are looking to replace two belly dumps (1995).  The best deals he has found are 2008 Load King trailers for $35,000 each with new paint, tires, and brakes with a $5,000 each trade- in.  Currently can't haul salt and chips on current belly dumps.  The old ones need new steel, new rims, and they can put a lot of money in, but will still have an old trailer.  They can utilize the new trailers for dumping asphalt on target with side controls.  Same approximate size—they can hold 1 to 1 1/2 more yards than in old trailer.  The board asked if the old belly dump go to a city.  Bill said if it’s not used as a trade-in, equipment goes to certified auction, or sell in-house--advertise for two weeks.

The board felt the county residents should have an opportunity to purchase the old belly dumps for $5,000.  They can't haul chips or salt in the old belly dumps, but they are DOT legal.  Bill said if he knows he is funded for this full amount for the trailers, they could ready them and sell them at a closed bid with a minimum bid.  It was suggested to go to the supplier and see if they will give a better deal or give the county 3 weeks to either trade-in or sell.

A MOTION was made by Brian Hardy to fund $60,000 to the Road Department for two 2008 belly dumps with $54,431.42 to come from Title I and the remainder to come out of Mineral Lease plus an additional trade-in of $5,000 each.  A second was made by Kerry Kunzler.  The motion was approved unanimously.
A MOTION was made by Lynn Capener to finish the build-out of the fire tender trucks for $3,425 and $14,400 for the freightliner for a total of $17,825.  A second was made by Brian Hardy.  The motion was approved unanimously.
A MOTION was made by Kerry Kunzler to fund the replacement of the worn and damaged equipment used to fight fires on federal land for the Central Box Elder Fire Special Service District for $17,330.63.  A second was made by Brian Hardy.  The motion was approved unanimously.
This leaves $6,158.44 remaining in Mineral Lease fund.
A MOTION was made by Brian Hardy that due to a lack of interest and money that the board cancels the June Meeting. A second was made by Lynn Capener.  The motion was approved unanimously.
