MOTION was made by Councilman Scott Frost to approve the minutes of the Monticello City Council meeting held on November 10, 2015.  The motion was seconded by Councilman George Rice and passed unanimously.

9. Payment of Bills - Questions and answers were directed to the following bills:

ESRI: helps mark and locate water lines. Councilman Wells said there is an application available which is free which may provide the same service. But it does not function in “Real Time”.

11. 2015 Audit Report



Manager Bailey said the report is preliminary and a list of journal entries have been made to adjust appropriate accounts as directed by the auditors.  Councilman Duke asked what the biggest concern is. Manager Bailey said it is the overall structure of accounts. He said the Municipal Building Authority accounts were not structured properly, there are no capital improvement line items and not special improvement allocations. Many of the necessary adjustments are house cleaning items. There were no serious findings but city staff need to be dedicated to fix the identified problems.  


12. Airport Update

The scope of work for the airport project had to be changed to allow for Permanent Community Impact Fund Board (CIB) funds to help pay for the new fuel system.  Armstrong Consultants will be requesting bids for the fuel system. Councilman Wells asked if the change to the overall project scope will increase the payment. Manager Bailey said the payment will not increase.

14. Governing Body/Administrative Communications

The Utah Local Governments Trust inspected city properties. They issued a safety award and gave Manager Bailey a list of improvements which can be made to minimize safety hazards. 5% of the insurance premium will be refunded.
