APPROVAL OF MINUTES
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mark Lynne pointed out two corrections.  No one was listed to second the motion to approve Paul Stewart’s barn.  Melinda did not have it in her notes.  Mark Lynne will try to find it in his.  Also, under “Secondary Water” there is a lone “Mark” that should perhaps be deleted.  David also had two changes:  Under the “Animal Ordinance”, change resident “complaints” to “comments”; and under “Secondary Water” removet the unnecessary comment about David and Nibley City.  David made a motion to approve the Minutes from the Planning Commission meeting held October 7, 2015, with the above changes.  Mark Lynne seconded the motion. Mark Lynne, David Zook, Reed Elder, Laurie Baldwin, and Melinda Lee voted in favor.

CITY COUNCIL REPORT
Sharidean reported of the meeting held October 28, 2015:
1. Removed “Water” from the Accessory Apartment Ordinance.  The city charges two sewer rates buy only one water meter plus usage.
2. Renewed the agreement with UDOT regarding Highway 91.
3. In “Departments”, Charles had ideas on sustainable infrastructure from his training at Utah League of Cities and Towns.

Mark Lynne added:
4. The Northern Meadows Subdivision issue with access to the open space has gone to  attorneys.
5. City Council will meet November 18 (instead of P&Z).  This is our only meeting this month.  That will be their only meeting this month.

ANIMAL ORDINANCE 
Mark Lynne said his intent was not to create a new category for horses but to make all large animals have an AEU of 0.75.  

Mark Lynne also added a drawing to box.com this afternoon supporting the 75’ setback from a neighbor’s dwelling.  Gerald Osborne said that makes his barn noncompliant.  The Commission assured him existing dwellings did not apply.  Other residents wanted that in writing.  Stacy Seamons said the 75’ is too restrictive.  After much discussion, the Commission agreed to remove three paragraphs and make the setbacks the same for animals as for any accessory building.  

Prohibited Animals are governed by State Law.  The city will simply refer residents to Utah code (currently Utah Administrative Code 657-3 but subject to change) instead of defining our own.
 
Mark Lynne specified that this new ordinance replaces the three page Regulations published on Hyde Park City’s website regarding Animals.

Melinda will make the changes and send out a new draft for our next meeting.

(Side note, our code “Applicable to All Zones” 12.30.060 references Animals and Fowl.  We either need to remove that paragraph or reference this new ordinance.)

OTHER
Mark Lynne brought up the subject of Open Space.  Where did the requirement originate, from the State?  Reed:  No, by city planners to make parks.  Mark Lynne feels it is double taxation on the developer.  David said “open space” does not necessarily mean “parks”.  The developer may choose to develop full half acre or full acre lots OR do the Bonus Density or Open Space options.  It was agreed that Private Open Space is a bad idea.  Mark Hurd said there is much misunderstanding of open space.  Sharidean said the Mountain Gate subdivision with HOA maintained open space is now just weeds.  Reed said the Commission cleaned up the ordinance because of Mountain Gate.  The current ordinance only refers to Public Open Space.  Mark Lynne wants to revisit our Subdivision Ordinance regarding Open Space after we address Moderate Income Housing.

SECONDARY WATER SHARES TRANSFER 
Mark Hurd had no new information.  Discussion continued.
