
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD NOVEMBER 16, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Jerry Lisonbee and Mike Casper with the Road Department, Landfill Director Hal Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Mr. Casper stated that there was a mudslide over the weekend in Utahn that will take a few hours to clean up. Commissioner Burdick stated that people are going onto the property next to the Duchesne City Cemetery and requested that they put a gate up and fence the road off because it’s not needed.
Director Giles stated that the landfill operating permit is in the public comments stage.

Consideration Of Temporarily Closing A County Class D Road
Ryan Fairbanks & Ryan Brock with EP Energy joined the meeting at 9:15 A.M… County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 9:20 A.M…
Mr. Brock stated that he spoke to the Planning and Zoning Department who suggested that a sign be put up at the entrance of Lake Pointe Ranches Subdivision to inform the public that the road is temporarily closed.  We are here to ask that the road be closed temporarily while a pit gets put in.  This is a dead end development and the traffic is low. They have spoken to the property owners around Lot 6-F and they are fine with it.  Drilling will take 10-30 days and the road will be closed a few days before drilling begins.  Administrator Hyde stated that he doesn’t have a problem with the request because property owners have alternate access and it doesn’t violate any of our standards.  Mr. Casper stated that he doesn’t have any concerns; the road will be in better condition once they are done. Commissioner Todd requested before and after pictures of the road and suggested sending all of the property owners a notification letter along with a map.  Mr. Brock stated that all property owners will need to give them a right of way so we will give them the information.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve a temporary road closure for the purpose of a well for EP Energy in the Lake Pointe Ranches Subdivision.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Update On Seasonal Road Closure Within The Tabby Mountain Management Area And An Issue In Rabbit Gulch
Miles Hanberg & Boyde Blackwell with The Division Of Wildlife Resources (DWR) joined the meeting at 9:36 A.M…
Mr. Blackwell stated that we come in annually to update you on the road closure so you have all of the information when you get questioned.  Mr. Hanberg stated that the road is closed November 1st - May 1st of each year to protect wintering wildlife population disturbances and road erosion.  We allow limited access for cougar hunters where people can go in on horses.  Studies show that by having this road closed, it keeps elk on WMA land and out of haystacks; we feel this is very effective. Mr. Blackwell stated that they are working on deer captures also to get them collared to collect data on them as well. 
Mr. Hanberg stated that in Section 17 in Rabbit Gulch, we sent out letters informing the public of closing a road for 21 days.  We had a request to hold off for a few months, which ended in August so we are doing it in December.  This is not a county road, but road closures are a sensitive issue. We have issues of people cutting our fence next to private property even though they have other access.  All roads are on the county imager, so people think they can use them.  Administrator Hyde stated that the GIS and Road Department needs to update a class D road map and the DWR needs to be involved. Attorney Allred stated that we need to get started on this doing it in sections; it could take years to complete. 
Consideration Of A Memorandum Of Understanding With The BLM Associated With Crescent Point Energy’s Utah Federal-Tribal Well Development Project In Duchesne And Uintah Counties
Administrator Hyde stated that Crescent Point Energy has proposed to drill, complete, and produce up to 3,925 wells east of Myton across the Green River to the Bananza Highway.  Commissioner Todd motioned to enter into an MOU with the BLM as presented.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding A Proposed Lease Near The Reid Ranch

Administrator Hyde stated that SITLA sent us a letter requesting our comments.  The well has been there for 35 years and it was just recently discovered that it wasn’t on Reid property.  SITLA has agreed to give them a lease and we have no objections to the proposed lease. All commissioners agreed to send the letter.
Consideration Of A Memorandum Of Understanding With Roosevelt City For Rip-Rap

Commissioner Burdick stated that Neilson Construction is hauling the rock.  He suggested that they weigh each load at JRJ.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to enter into an MOU with Roosevelt City as presented.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Update On Centennial Event Center With Uintah Basin Association Of Governments (UBAOG)

UBAOG Director Laurie Brummond was unable to attend, no discussion was held.
Discussion Of Implementing Random Drug Screenings

Interim Human Resource Director Melissa Yergensen joined the meeting at 10:25 A.M…
Director Yergensen stated that they need to reschedule with Blueline to next week.  She spoke to other HR Directors at UAC about drug testing safety sensitive employees and they all say don’t do it; it’s a little sticky. 

Discussion Of Health Savings Contributions

Director Yergensen stated that they are getting ready for open enrollment.  At UAC, they discussed putting more money up front into the HSA to entice employees to go that route which saves us money.  She proposed contributing 1/3 of that up front because it will save $1,800 on the premium annually for a family plan.  Commissioner Todd stated that sound’s good; let’s make sure employees are aware of this. Commissioner Todd motioned to give employees on the HSA plan 1/3 upfront to help incentivize. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of The Public Works Administrative Assistant Position

Director Yergensen stated that the current assistant Terry Breakfield will retire January 17, 2016. It will take 2 weeks to get someone trained. Commissioner Burdick stated that we need someone to keep track of all of the trucks and inventory every day.  Drivers need to keep a daily log to keep track of everything so we know how much things are costing us.  We want to know how many times tires were put on each truck and how much oil changes are costing etc. She will advertise as part-time with potential of full-time.
