I.	DISCUSSION AGENDA

A.	TUNNEL REPORT – LAYNE JENSEN 

Layne Jensen of Franson Engineers reported to the Council on the Tunnel project.  They have been successful in obtaining a Water Smart grant.  Optimally, work will begin on the tunnel this fall with cleaning and stabilization.  The bulk of the cost will be incurred in 2016.  Costs this year will include hiring a contractor.  The one million dollar grant must be split between the tunnel project and the Gobblefield Ditch because of the Water Conservation Program.  $500,000 will be used for each.  September is the soonest the grant contract will be signed and the money will be available for request.  

The other funding for the project has been procured in the form of a loan from the Bureau of Water Resources.  1.78 Million Dollars has been approved.  The first opportunity to access that money is October 8th.  

The Bureau of Water Resources requires 15% water share on projects they provide money for.  With the agreement with the Irrigation Company, 7½% of that would be the responsibility of the City.  

The tunnel rehabilitation work order is included in the packet.  $20,000 was taken out of the environmental section because the City has already been paying for that work.  

There is a second work order for the Water Conservation Update on the Gobblefield Ditch contracts with the Irrigation Company.  Those must be done before funds can be committed.  $175,000 is the City’s match over the next two or three years.

Aquifer storage – the Utah Geological Survey will provide for 50% of the work they do.  Water Resources will cover 25% of the costs.

There being no further discussion, Councilmember Terry Lund moved the work meeting adjourn. The motion was seconded by Councilmember John Scott. The vote was unanimous.   The motion carried.
