PUBLIC COMMENT

No public comment presented.


I.	PRESENTATIONS

A.	ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION OF UTAH

Jeff Edwards and Scott Harbertson were present from EDC Utah.  Scott Harbertson, Community Relations Director, has served eight years as the Mayor of Farmington, Utah.  His wife served five years for the YCC in Farmington.

Jeff Edwards, President and CEO, has been the director for ten years and the time was turned over to him.  Mr. Edwards expressed his appreciation for the invitation to be present.  He gave an overview of the purpose for EDC Utah, which is to help individual municipalities and state entities to increase their economic development; however, they function more as a business than a government agency.  EDC Utah is supported by members, as are government entities, and their main purpose is to serve as a catalyst for quality job growth and increased capital investment by assisting in-state companies to grow and recruiting out-of-state companies to expand and relocate to Utah.

Why put money into economic development rather than let growth occur naturally?  Actively generating new business in an entity increases jobs and tax money for the municipality to run on.  The goal is both to create new business and expand existing business.

EDC Utah’s funding is split between public sector/private sector/state funding.  As far as economic development is concerned, the Mayor of Ephraim has equal say to the Salt Lake City Mayor and all others.  There are currently 60+ cities and counties, and 240+ private organizations currently working with EDC Utah.  They are present tonight looking for direction from Ephraim’s City Manager and Council to see what kinds of economic development they would like to see happen in the City and the County.  

Process: initiation of a project by a company wanting to get started, relocated or expanded.  A name is assigned to the project, a request is sent out for information to all communities in the state checking interest and compatibility, assembled information is sent to the client, follow-up with communities of interest with a site visit if viable, and hopefully a connection is made.  Unfortunately incentives are a part of the business of attracting businesses to a community.  Tax credits are sometimes offered if so many jobs are created with decent wages offered by a company.  

YCC member Kyler Nelson asked if any other incentives are typically offered.  Some states use sales taxes, but not in Utah.  Some states, such as Texas, have a Governor’s Closing Fund from which he can write a check for the deal.  

EDC Utah has a goal to create a broader outreach to rural Utah.  An EDC Utah Rural Committee was developed to advocate for rural areas in the state.  They work to make sure there is coordination with the governor of Utah to meet the goals of the State.  

Mayor Squire commented Snow College is located in Ephraim and a lot of the students cannot find jobs to keep them here during the summer to work.  As the college continues to grow and more 4-year programs are introduced, what options do they have to work and support themselves?  He feels best option is to see how we can help existing businesses to grow.  Mr. Edwards agreed it is definitely beneficial to start with existing businesses.  As there are more successful local businesses, it becomes an attraction for new businesses to locate here.  Mr. Harbertson suggested the City create a Visioning Committee, taking a group of people from each quadrant of the city, and discuss what is good about the community, what they would like to see, and complete a list and strategic plan for the next 10 years.  

YCC member Weston Cherry commented he would like to see more business in Ephraim for the students.  It is hard to travel to get a better job.  YCC member Kyler Nelson added he would like to see more of a variety of jobs available so students can stay local and enjoy the rural atmosphere.  

Census records show a 25% growth in Ephraim each decade.  The college has a great deal to do with that growth and Ephraim City wants to be able to keep up with their growth.  


II.	  MOTION AGENDA

A.	 APPROVAL OF WARRANT REGISTER

The Council reviewed the Warrant Register of August 4, 2015. 

Councilmember Margie Anderson moved to approve the August 4, 2015 Warrant Register as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Terry Lund.   A roll call vote was taken:  voting “yes” Councilmembers Tyler Alder, Margie Anderson, Alma Lund, Terry Lund, and John Scott. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.


B.	 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Council reviewed the minutes of the July 22, 2015 City Council Work Meeting.

The Council reviewed the minutes of the July 22, 2015 Regular City Council Meeting.

Councilmember Tyler Alder moved to approve the July 22, 2015 Work Meeting Minutes and Regular Council Meeting Minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember John Scott.   A roll call vote was taken:  voting “yes” Councilmembers Tyler Alder, Margie Anderson, Alma Lund, Terry Lund, and John Scott. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

C.	 APPROVAL OF STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS

1.	COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT:  UDOT

The agreement with UDOT will approve their removing and relocating the banner poles and “welcome to Ephraim” sign and the City monument sign.  They would also construct a storm drain junction box on the Northwest corner of 800 N. and Main.  The total amount the City will be required to pay is $10,000 which will be reimbursed by the State.  Roughly $6,500 will be used for constructing the junction box, with the remainder going to relocation of the items listed above.  A budget amendment will have to be made to receive and then be reimbursed for this amount.  

Councilmember Terry Lund moved to approve the Cooperative Agreement with UDOT as recommended.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Tyler Alder.   A roll call vote was taken:  voting “yes” Councilmembers Tyler Alder, Margie Anderson, Alma Lund, Terry Lund, and John Scott. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

2.	EMPLOYER HEALTH INSURANCE AGREEMENT:  PEHP

Presented to the Council for approval is the 2015-2016 PEHP contract.  There are no increases in the health insurance premiums this year, but there is a slight increase on the family dental plan by approximately .08 cent per month.  The out-of-pocket amount was also raised as was the deductible.  

Councilmember Margie Anderson moved to approve the PEHP Health Insurance Agreement as recommended.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember John Scott.   A roll call vote was taken:  voting “yes” Councilmembers Tyler Alder, Margie Anderson, Alma Lund, Terry Lund, and John Scott. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

3.	BID AND WORK CONTRACT:  HALES SAND AND GRAVEL

Chad Parry reminded the Council they approved $219,000 for street improvements during the 2015-2016 budget year.  The cost to maintain the streets is great.  He introduced Layne Torgersen with Staker Paving, the company that will be chip sealing many of the City’s streets.  The contracted amount for the project is $192,000.  Mr. Torgersen commented that with all the improvements occurring on Main Street and throughout town, Ephraim will be in great shape street-wise.  

No mobilization costs will be added to the contract as they are already in town doing other work in the City.  He has worked closely with Chad to set up this contract for 80,000 square yards of chip seal.  Streets will be sealed in order of need until that amount has been completed.  

The difference between type 1 and type II chip seal is the size of chip used in the seal.  Type II is the same used on UDOT projects.  Some streets in the city will be covered curb-to-curb, but some are so wide, costs prohibit that, so some will be done on the driving lanes only.  

Councilmember Alma Lund moved to approve the Hales Sand and Gravel contract in the amount of $192,000 as recommended.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Terry Lund.   A roll call vote was taken:  voting “yes” Councilmembers Tyler Alder, Margie Anderson, Alma Lund, Terry Lund, and John Scott. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.


III.  APPOINTMENTS AND COUNCIL REPORTS

 Tyler Alder
Rec – a softball tournament was last week and another will be played next week.  Several comments have been received from people from out of town regarding the nice fields and the work the Rec Director does. Flag football signups are starting soon.  

    Margie Anderson
Youth City Council – Margie commented the YCC did a great job running the meeting tonight.

    Terry Lund
Library Board – we hope to start meeting again now that we have a full board and Lori Voshall is in place as Co-director.

Cemetery – Board members will be roaming the cemetery to determine which stones will be straightened.  With Carl Lund’s help, that list should be completed in the near future.

Crossing guards – there is one individual that will not be coming back this year.  Terry will follow up on that and make sure that position is filled.  It has been suggested conversations take place with the school principals to help fill those positions.  We could also use a couple more crossing guards on 100 E. and 400 S.  

    Alma Lund
Fire Department – Chief Steck is pushing to get the gutters put on the building.  

    John Scott
Ambulance Association – Troy Sawyer has resigned as Ambulance Association President as he has taken on a new job.  They will have a board meeting next week to select a new president.  Two additional volunteers have also resigned from the ambulance association and one more will be quitting as well.  




IV.    DEPARTMENT REPORTS

     Bryan Kimball, City Planner
Upcoming Planning and Zoning issues – the zoning ordinance is close to completion.  Public hearings have been scheduled to discuss the Maverik land issues.  More buildings are going in at one time right now than in a long time.  There have been discussions about a condo unit coming in; Bryan is helping them with a plan to make sure all ordinance requirements are observed.  The City annexation is moving forward; there is now one more property owner on board south of town.  

Cory Daniels, Power Director
Rocky Mountain Power – there is a new static line from Wales to Ephraim which will help with lightning strikes.  Once all lines are completed we will be in great shape for the heavy August/September storm season.

UAMPS – Site selection agreement for nuclear power plant - they are looking for an approval from a joint meeting with the Council and Utilities Board to discuss the new reactor plant planned for Idaho.  UAMPS recommends the approval of this plant and would like to make a presentation.  The potential cost is about $20,000 for Ephraim (.3%) to get into this agreement.  They would like to present towards the end of this month.

The IPP Renewal contracts had some revisions.  Attorneys think Mayors can just sign them without having to bring them back to the Council for approval.  The revisions are minor and the City Manager and Ted Olsen feel it would be beneficial to utilize David Church to review them as well as our City attorney.  That is a minimal bill as compared to trying to get our attorney up to speed on the IPA issue.  That is not a budgeted item and must come out of a separate fund from the power, and discussions will definitely need to be had.  It is easier to sell shares than to buy into it later.  The City Manager recommends buying at this time and selling later if necessary.  

Storms – There have been several big storms recently with no power outages.  Lightning took out a meter between Manti and Ephraim, but no other problems have occurred.  There were a couple of power bumps and it is good to know our equipment is doing what it is supposed to do.

Misc. Projects:

The Phase III transformer is almost ready to energize.

The Charter School power is in and will be energized next week.  They want to have students in there by August 17th.  

There are also 3 new phase transformers in front of Christensen Meat.  The goal is to get all power underground from the Malt Shop to the bank by next week.   

A new substation project has been started and will pull in some bigger conductors coming into our feeder tubes.  With the growth of the college, conductors will be upgraded.  Crews will be working 12-15 hours on Tuesday to complete that project in one day.

Amphitheater power is going in in accordance with substation project. Power will be fed to the back of the amphitheater and other lighting will be available in the area.

There are currently 7-8 new homes with temporary power.  New meters will be installed for those soon.

Councilmember Scott asked that the Snow College banners be put up before students come in next week.

Chad Parry, Public Works Director
Water Supply – the water supply is holding up but students are coming in and that will take a toll on levels.  We are a growing community and we want everything to look nice for the students and new residents.  August is the heaviest water consumption month.  Springs are dropping off.

Roads – When UDOT rotomills, they turn the by-product over to the contractor.  They used to give it to the cities, but that isn’t the way of things anymore.  We can talk to Staker about purchasing some of that for City use.

Sign – Chad would like to see the City of Ephraim sign replaced.

V. SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS

County Economic Development – met as a county on economic development.  Nothing substantial was discussed, still building rapport.  Talked about incentive options other than money.

ISO Rating – Brant is working with Kerry to improve our ISO Rating.  We have some good ideas and will be working to implement those.

UAMPS – Brant has been invited to participate in an expo for UAMPS.  There will be no cost to the City.  It is in Portland the 19th-21st of August with Ted Olsen

Airport – Ralph Derico still wants to use the airport and we will allow him to use it as long as it is not affecting the other pilots.  

Economic Development – will be making business calls finding out what current businesses need and see if we can help them grow.  There are a lot of grants available that we need to make them aware of.  



VI. CLOSED SESSION

Councilmember Terry Lund moved to go into a closed session pursuant to the provisions of the Utah State Code, Section 52-4-205(a), for the purpose of discussing the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual. Seconded by Councilmember Anderson.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.
