Councilmember Karen Shepherd asked City Administrator Glenn Wadsworth if it is possible to add the low Income Housing authority back on the plan and try to make it a top priority to show the City is still looking at the possibility. Glenn Wadsworth responded by saying it can be added to the top of the list. City Attorney Joel Linares mentioned he has been in contact with the housing authority and is currently working on updates and will try to have more information together by the next council meeting.

Motion made by Councilmember Karen Shepherd to approve Capital Investment Plan with the change be made that the Low Income Housing Authority be put back on top of the list, seconded by Councilmember Mandy Hunt. All in favor, motion passed.
9. MAYOR MIKE CRAWFORD UPDATES AND PENDING MATTERS AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.

Mayor Crawford updated the council on the UDOT sidewalk project and the replacing of 19 lights with LED bulbs and mentioned the area is now more lit up. He also mentioned the City’s annual Christmas Party is being moved to the Officer’s Club at the Wendover Airport and being combined with Tooele County officials Christmas party. He also spoke about Tooele County is currently looking to raise property taxes this fiscal year to 7% within municipal county. If not within municipal county will be 28%. 

Mayor Mike Crawford also mention still working on the museum currently working on square footage plot. Also looking into funding for improvements to city shops including LED lighting and electrical and keeping the costs down.

City Attorney Joel Linares informed both the council and Mr. Wright those fees are there because of impact fee and sewage fees, which are regulated very strictly by the state and shouldn’t be waived. After some discussion between the City Council, City Attorney Joel Linares and Mr. Wright, Mr. Wright said he understands the reasoning now behind the fees and thanked everyone for the help.
