 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held November 4, 2015 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Earleen Paskett, Randy C. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Brent G. Ovard, Kay H. Richins, Joyce R. Housley, and Sam Skaling.
Mayor Ovard called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM. The opening prayer was given by Mayor Randy C. Ovard, and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Sam Skaling.
Minutes of the October 6, 2015 Council Meeting were reviewed.   No corrections were suggested.  Richard N. Butler made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 6, 2015 Council Meeting as read.  Kay H. Richins seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Kay H. Richins, Joyce R. Housley  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  none
Sam Skaling came to the Council with a request for a business license.  Mr. Skaling will be running a mule packing business.  His business will be called “Rocky Summit Mule Company”, and he will be hiring out to pack people into the Uintas and other areas.  He has had experience with mule packing while working for the forest service in California.  The mules will be kept in the field behind the old Fox Color Lab building.  The only concern of the Council was whether the pasture in back of the building is in the county or the city, if it is in the city it would fall into a commercial zone and Mr. Skaling would have to get a conditional use permit.  Kay H. Richins made a motion to issue Sam Skaling a business license for “Rocky Summit Mule Company”.   Brent G. Ovard seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE: Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Richard N. Mr. Skaling told the Council that the coffee business he is running out of the old lab is going well.  There is also another business which is a trucking firm that hauls food to firefighters who are fighting wildfires.  They are looking for more businesses to come into Henefer.
Earleen Paskett presented the information for another security camera, this one giving a 360 degree view to be installed at the town park.  The cost of the camera installed is $1595.00.  Joyce R. Housley made a motion to approve the installation of another security camera at the town park.  Brent G. Ovard seconded the motion. Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Richard N. Brent G. Ovard told the Council that he thought a letter should be drafted to Nicholas Allen to let him know that the water meter that has been buried in a flower bed on his property needs to be located before spring when the meters will be read again.  Councilmember Ovard told the Council that he hated to dig up the flower bed, and the only other option would be to dig along the right of way and install a new meter.  If the Allen’s choose to install a new meter they would have to share the expense.  It was suggested that his rate be raised to $100.00 a month if the meter could not be found, but that would not be legal.  A meter reading has to be available to back up the charges for water use.  Earleen Paskett will draft a letter and get it approved by Brent G. Ovard and then mail it to Nicholas Allen.
Everyone was aware of the election results for the two council seats, so that item on the agenda was not discussed.
Brent G. Ovard told the Council that Rural Development who holds our water and sewer bonds requested certification that the town has an emergency plan in place.  Brent G. Ovard went over the plan for the sewer and he and Richard N. Butler will finalize the plan for the water.  Earleen Paskett will send the certification letter to Amy Ivie from Rural Development.
There are several trees that have fallen on the fence at the sewer ponds.  Mayor Randy C. Ovard will contact John Brown to remove the trees and haul them to the lanbdfill.
Brent G. Ovard also told the Council that there would be additional testing at the sewer ponds.  It would also increase the expense of the testing. 
Councilmember Ovard told the Council that it will be harder for the town to qualify for a grant.  The state is expecting utility fees to be increased to cover a good share of the expense and then the state will make up the rest.  It might not affect the town for this year’s application.
Richard N. Butler indicated that he would be interested in continuing to serve on the North Summit Fireboard.  Mayor Ovard added the appointment for the North Summit Fireboard to the December agenda.  
Mayor Ovard told Councilmember Brent G. Ovard that they need to attend a meeting concerning the landfill November 18, 2015.  They are still talking about putting a greenwaste operation on land that will be purchased by the County.
Mayor Ovard asked Brent G. Ovard and Richard N. Butler to help get the Christmas lights ready to be hung by Rocky Mountain Power the week before Thanksgiving.  They will need to replace bulbs.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Ovard also explained to the Council that Larry Calderwood felt that the town needs to fix the culvert in his driveway.  Mayor Ovard told Larry that the town would split the cost on culverts between driveways, but would not fix any culverts that are under a driveway.  There is a question on what the ditch company told Zachary Moore about his culvert which is being repaired by Kory Richins.  Mayor Ovard will contact Tim Richins and find out what is going on with that repair.  Earleen Paskett will watch for a billing on the repair of Zach Moore’s driveway.  There is also a question as to whether the ditch company actually owns the ditch.  It needs to be looked into.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
