1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, WELCOME & PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Jackson called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and welcomed everyone. He reported that Council Member Trenery has had a heart attack while in California and will be gone for a while recovering.

Council member Justice motioned to approve the consent agenda. The Motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Fuller, Bloomer, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery, and Jensen absent from the vote.
GENERAL BUSINESS / DISCUSSION ITEMS 
4. ITEMS PULLED FROM THE CONSENT AGENDA

There were no items pulled from the consent agenda.
5. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

There were no public comments.

6. DONATION TO THE EMERY COUNTY MINERS MEMORIAL - LORI LARSEN

Mayor Jackson presented a $1,000.00 check to Lori Larsen to go to the Emery County Miners Memorial. Ferron City had a donation jar during the Peach Day’s dinner and most of the citizens donated to the Miner’s Memorial and with the help of the City Council members and city employees Ferron City was able to donate $1,000.00. Lori Larsen wants to thank Ferron City for doing the donation and with her research she has done she has added eight names to the memorial. She noted that the plaques will be made out of bronze so they will not fade over time. She also thanked Ferron City and their citizens for their generosity and support to the Miners Memorial. The donation will put Ferron City as a bronze donor to the memorial. It was discussed how Gary Prazen only made two of the Miners Angels and they are exclusive to the Carbon County and Emery County memorials. Lori Larsen added that she has personally helped with the creation of the miners angels.
7. DISCUSSION  AND CONSIDERATION TO LEASE A NEW BACKHOE

Mayor Jackson explained that the state is offering a lease program for a new backhoe for $891.37 for 300 hours per year. Sid Swasey said it would be a better backhoe to use at the cemetery because it is smaller then the one he is currently using. The City Council all agreed the lease is a good idea. 
Council member Fuller motioned to approve the lease a new backhoe. The Motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Fuller, Bloomer, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery, and Jensen absent from the vote.
8. DISCUSSION  AND CONSIDERATION TO ADOPT A YARD SALE ORDINANCE
Mayor Jackson noted that the city didn’t have an ordinance in place that we could enforce for the perpetual yard sale at lot #5 on Canyon road. Ferron City has a need to adopt an ordinance to be able to enforce restriction on garage/yard sales within city limits. Lynette Withers addressed the council with a suggestion to start letting people renting the Mayors Park to hold yard sales or to let people reserve the Mayors Park with a $50.00 deposit. It was suggested to just change the rental agreement or charge a fee for the rental of the park. Mayor Jackson suggested adding the rental of the Mayors Park to the agenda for the next City Council meeting.
Council Member Bloomer moved to approve ordinance 2015-1, adopting garage/yard sale ordinance restrictions. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Fuller, Bloomer, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Members Trenery and Jensen absent from the vote
9. DISCUSSION  AND CONSIDERATION TO APPOINT AN ORDINANCE ENFORCER 
This was recommended from planning and zoning to find and appoint an ordinance enforcer. There is no one currently enforcing the ordinances and it would be good for Ferron City if we had someone doing it. This has been discussed in the past and we haven’t had anyone interested in doing it. Orangeville City has one and they pay them $100.00 a month to do it. Mayor Jackson wants this to be added to the budget for next year. It was discussed that a lot of Planning and Zoning ordinances slip through the cracks. It would be a lot of homework for someone to learn the ordinances to start with. It was suggested to put this in the news letter for the next two months to see if someone would accept $100.00 a month to do it.
Council member Bloomer motioned to advertize for an ordinance enforcer for $100.00 per month. The Motion was seconded by Council Member Fuller. The motion carried with Council Member Fuller, Bloomer, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery, and Jensen absent from the vote.
10. DISCUSSION AND PLANNING OF FERRON CITY CHRISTMAS PARTY
The Ferron City Christmas party will be at the fairgrounds on December 7th at 6:00 p.m. Council Member Fuller and the youth council will be showing the movie Elf and serving hot cocoa and pop corn and also have a visit from Santa. 
REPORTS
11. MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORTS

Council Member Justice has nothing to report.

Council Member Bloomer reported that he has been getting dumpster complaints and that they are always full. Ferron City currently has 3 dumpsters for trash and 2 metal dumpsters that are full. It was said that we are starting to get dumpster divers and having problems with overfilling them. It was suggested to the city maintenance guys to drive by the dumpsters every morning and look at them to make sure everything looks okay.
Council Member Fuller has nothing to report.

Mayor Jackson reminded city employees that family members are not allowed in the city vehicles. He also reported that Rocky Mountain power will not allow us to plug in our Christmas lights until we upgrade the power pole boxes. Dean Allen has been asked to make them for us and is working on them. Orangeville City had Dean Allen build theirs and Rocky Mountain power was very happy with his work. Rocky Mountain Power is donating the labor cost to install them if we buy the parts. We are replacing 11 boxes now and we will replace more latter. It was discussed that we need to expand further to the south of town. Mayor Jackson reported on the new tipping fee the county is trying to pass again. They are trying to add a $15.00 fee per ton to the garbage that is going into the land field. It was reported that this is from an ordinance that was passed in 2009 that just hasn’t been enforced. Kent Wilson said he has a letter stating that this ordinance wasn’t meant for citizens but for construction companies. The landfill has no way to enforce the ordinance due to people saying they are not construction companies. City Sanitation figures it will cost an additional $1,300.00 just for November. Ferron City currently has 677 total garbage cans and we would have to raise our garbage fee by $1.20 per can to pay for the tipping fee. All the county is doing is passing the fee onto us to pay then we will have to turn around and charge the citizens the fee. Ferron City needs to keep the roll off dumpsters because without them we are going to start getting dump piles all around the outskirts of town like we use to get. Mayor Jackson told them that we need time to prepare for the increase. He asked them what it is going to cost the county to start cleaning the dump piles on the outskirts of town. He asked them what improvements they were going to make with the extra money. Commissioner Migliori told Mayor Jackson that they will discuss it in the next COG meeting but they were ready to pass this until the Mayors around the county started to dispute it.
12. MAINTENANCE AND GOLF COURSE REPORTS

Tami Bennett reported that the scare crow contest went well and the find Frank was fun and we had lots of participation. She said a lady drove through town and called to ask about the scare crow contest and now the lady wants to start one in Cedar City.

Sid Swasey reported that he has been blowing out sprinkler lines and getting everything ready for winter. He has also attended a pesticide class to keep his certification to spray weeds and administer poisons.

Erick Stilson reported that he has been working in the Molan Cemetery clearing weeds out. It was reported that a grave has settled out there and had to be fixed. No one has shown any interest in adopting the Molen Cemetery and helping with maintenance. Erick has also finished re-roofing the dug outs at the ball field and now has to wait until spring to do the concessions stands at the fairgrounds. Erick reported that there was a toilet at the fairground that also needed to be repaired.
 
Sid Swasey noted that the old road salt is hard and needed to be removed and we need to buy new road salt for the winter. He has also been winterizing the road equipment.

Mayor Jackson asked Jaime Anderson and Tami Bennett if they would be over the employee Christmas dinner this year for him.
13. BUDGET REPORT 


The recorder, Jaime Anderson reported that the insurance deductable from the insurance claim when lightning hitting the computer system at the golf course made the golf course maintenance budget go over budget by $1,500.00. 
14. APPROVAL AND PAYMENT OF WARRANTS
Council Member Bloomer motioned to approve the payment of warrants. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Fuller, Bloomer, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery, and Jensen absent from the vote.
15. ADJOURNMENT

Council Member Bloomer moved to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Fuller, Bloomer, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote and Council Member Trenery, and Jensen absent from the vote. The meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
