1.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Mayor Allred leads the Pledge of Allegiance.
2.  CALL TO ORDER.  Mayor Allred calls the room to order and welcomes everyone.
3.  ROLL CALL:

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST:  Mayor Allred asks if anyone has anything to declare.  There are no disclosures from Town Board.
	DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS
5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 8, 2015 TOWN BOARD MEETING.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the minutes from the October 9, 2015 Town Board meeting.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the minutes from the October meeting.  Councilor Stoney Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
6.  MIKE & KATIE HUMES-BUILDING PERMIT-HOUSE AT 80 S. 100 E.  Mayor Allred asks Mike Humes to present his plans.  He said he brings new plans from what the planners had.  The old plans show the detached garage at five feet from the line.  He has decided to attach the garage which means he has to bring it to the twenty foot mark.  Mayor Allred said that is a good decision.  Humes agrees.  Councilor Allred said the old plans wouldn’t work and Councilor Williams said the five foot set back is only good for the back.  Mayor Allred asks for the complete set of plans.  Humes said he didn’t have them yet.  Mayor Allred asks what we need to see?  Councilor Williams said basically just the setbacks.  Mayor Allred said they also have to meet the criteria of the building inspector.  Humes said they have a partially completed plan, but it doesn’t have wall detail, that type of thing.  Mayor Allred said at this point the setbacks are our biggest concern.  Councilor Allred asks if our ordinance setbacks are thirty and twenty, or thirty and twenty five?  Every other entity it is a five foot, not a ten foot difference on corner lots.  The clerk reads from the ordinance that on a corner lot the side facing the street shall not be less than twenty feet.  Councilor Allred said in Enoch it is thirty and thirty, Cedar City Corp is twenty and twenty five and the county is twenty five and thirty.  Hume’s plans are correct as to setbacks.  Councilor Williams moves to approve the plan from Humes for his house.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.   Humes said he will bring a complete set of plans back when he has them.
7.  DEAN MILLER-BUILDING PERMIT-COMMERCIAL BUILDING AT 320 N. MAIN.  Mayor Allred asks Dean Miller about his building.  Councilor Williams asks Dean Miller what the building is going to be.  Miller said it will just be a shell until he gets somebody to rent it.  When he gets a renter he will build it out to suit what they need.  Councilor Allred asks what he thinks it will be.  Miller said he has been approached by several people and the most common one seems to be some type of convenience store, snacks, drinks, and that type of thing.  Miller said he has to explain that the draftsmans cad system went haywire on him and it still isn’t right.  But in order to clear the tree, we had to allow fourteen feet and the building is thirty.  You will notice that the measurement on the main street side is 142, and on the east side is 129 so we have a thirteen foot difference between these which makes this line angle out further then angle back this way so that our set back here on this corner is approximately four feet and pretty close to five feet on the west corner, so that correction needs to be made.  Councilor Williams asks if this is the road going to the nursery.  Miller said yes.  Councilor Williams said he didn’t think you could go that close to the property line.  Miller said he thought you could if it was commercial.  Councilor Williams said can you get rid of the tree and tie on to the existing building.  Miller said he doesn’t want to lose the tree.  Councilor Williams said if the Planners approved it, it should be good.  Kim Ward, the Chairman of Planning said they didn’t approve it.  There were too many unknowns.  Councilor Allred asks Miller if he pays commercial or residential taxes.  Miller said they designate this building differently than they do this building.  He isn’t sure if it is commercial or not.  It is commercial of course because the old post office was there.  But he thinks for all practical purposes, this whole property is zoned commercial, or commercial residential.  Councilor Williams asks about the health department and the septic.  That is a lot of buildings going in on one septic.  Councilor Allred said you are also really close to the town well.  Miller said this is outside the well area.  Mayor Allred asks when he put the modular in did he hook up to the existing septic, because it is my understanding that this building and the old post office are on the old septic tank.  Miller said they are not.  He found that out because they had a back-up on this building.  This building has a 1,000 gallon tank right to the north of the building that this building serves, then leaches down this way.  This tank is another 1,000 gallon tank and it is only served by this building here.  Councilor Williams said that alone is a problem, you can’t have two septic systems on less than an acre.  On a half-acre you can have a system.  Miller said when they put this one in, the health department approved this one and at the time, this property was 8700s of an acre.  Then we sold off a piece of it here to Wyatt next door, but somehow he remembers that they had to have 15,000 feet per tank and so they approved this one and this one.  
Mayor Allred said there are too many unknowns.  Councilor Williams said if you turned it like an L he thinks it could be made to work.  But it is too close to the street, even for commercial.  Tracy’s was five feet.  Councilor Allred said we were going to make him do sidewalks, but his was on the main street too, not on a side street.  The other thing we don’t have looking at it that we had to have on Tracy is there is no parking.  Miller said these set backs are thirty feet so we have all the parking.  Councilor Allred said we have to have a full set of plans and everything spelled out in writing before we can approve it.  Miller said oh you do.  Councilor Williams asks what Planning & Zoning recommended.  Kim Ward said we didn’t have any recommendations.  Councilor Williams said he thinks it could work, but it needs to be attached to the existing building, or in back of it.  Miller said if we get in back, then we have these two trees to contend with.  The leach line comes across it.  The water line from the meter is also not correct.  Councilor Allred said we can’t approve this, there are too many unknowns, parking, septic, setbacks, health department.  Councilor Williams said the big thing is the septic and the setbacks.  Mayor Allred said if he would incorporate those buildings together then you don’t need anything separate.  It would be considered one building.  Right now you will have two different buildings off one septic.  
Mayor Allred said let’s table this and if Dean can come back with something we can approve we will move forward.  Mayor Allred said the Planners couldn’t approve him and he also thinks we are putting too much on one little lot.  Miller said that lot is 2/3rds of an acre .6 something.  Councilor Williams said maybe you could put in a drive through area.  Miller said he needs a definitive answer what he needs.  Councilor Allred said it is another corner lot issue again.  It is just like Mike, he has thirty and twenty on the exact same situation.  Councilor Williams said because it’s a corner lot, he needs to go at least twenty feet.  Councilor Allred said you would be blocking the view.  Miller isn’t sure he can make that.  It would just barely make the twenty here, by butting it up against this building.  Miller takes his plans and said back to the drawing board.
Mayor Allred asks for a motion to table the agenda item.  Councilor Williams moves to table the item.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
9.  REPORT ON BACK HOE LEASE-TYLER ALLRED.  Mayor Allred asks Councilor Allred to discuss what he found.  Councilor Allred states that after the last meeting when we talked about the back hoe, he called and talked to Century Equipment.  They would order us a CASE 580SN.  The lease is $3,720.00 a year.  That is for a minimum of 300 hours.  Every hour over that is $15.00 on an overrun.  They pay for the tires and there is a $500.00 freight charge.  Mayor Allred said let’s look into this some more.  We can keep the old hoe and use that when we reach maximum hours.  It comes with a 24 inch bucket, its top of the line.  There is a deal on how long it takes to get here.  Councilor Williams asks if you turn it in at the end of the year.  Councilor Allred said he didn’t know.  Councilor Allred said every time that other one breaks down it is two or three grand.  We have spent more than that in the last three years.  Mayor Allred said payments are cheaper than maintenance.  Councilor Shugart said we need to find out about the length of the lease and end of the lease options to buy.  
The item is tabled while some of these questions can be researched and answered.  
10.  REPORT ON PARKING AND ANIMAL ORDINANCES-WILL LEIGH RECOMMENDATIONS.  Mayor Allred asks the clerk to report.  The clerk states that this item fits in with the Iron County Sheriff Agenda Item that Mayor Allred will be handling.  The clerk said he spoke with Will Leigh about the ordinances and parking, and he is still in negotiations with the county to try to iron out a price for Kanarraville to pay for Iron County Sheriff services.  Leigh recommends that rather than having them patrol, which Town Board never voted to have, Leigh recommends that we go on a per call basis.  Councilor Allred said is that one cop on one call or the whole fleet, like when we had the shooting down here for two days, we had 1500 people down here.  Do we have to pay $66.00 per person?  Mayor Allred said he thinks we are better off with a lump sum.  Councilor Williams said he doesn’t want to pay them anything.  The clerk said Leigh said he is not having any luck talking with the Iron County Auditor, or the Iron County Sheriff, to try to determine how much we tax payers already pay the county as part of our taxes.  Mayor Allred said we are paying less than the unincorporated, they want that to equalize and be fair.  Councilor Williams said we’ve gone forty years without paying for the sheriff, and he thinks there are too many, and they can’t make their budget.  It shouldn’t be our problem.  You can’t go to Cedar without passing a sheriff.  Councilor Allred said they charge us for anything near Kanarraville.
Mayor Allred said Parowan and Paragonah have negotiated an $11,000.00 contract for their protection.  He knows that Parowan has to go out of their way to get to Paragonah, so that would be more expensive than the sheriff’s department which is already doing the unincorporated on three sides of us, so it would be cheaper for them to afford us the protection.  Would it be a bargaining chip in our negotiations with the county?  They are already here and we should get a better deal than what Paragonah is getting from Parowan.  Councilor Allred said the reason Paragonah is making the deal with Parowan is 90% of the time there is a call in Paragonah, Parowan PD gets there before the sheriff’s department does.  That was the reasoning behind that.  Councilor Williams said Cedar City/Iron County Tourism advertise us on TV with Kolob.  That is part of the park and it puts a burden on our community.  If anything we need to send the county a bill.  Mayor Allred said also we are not getting credit for the calls Kanarraville Fire Department makes in the county, whereas Paragonah does.  Councilor Allred said Paragonah gets about 39% of their fire department from the county.  Mayor Allred said when he met with them they weren’t aware of that.  Councilor Allred said we need to meet with them as a board.  Councilor Williams said the same with the canyon, they need to permit it or something.  He would like to know what the property taxes are in Summit compared to Kanarraville.  They are unincorporated and it is getting to the point of why should we even be incorporated.  Why not turn it back to the county and say here you go you can take care of our water, streets.  With this canyon issue, there is a lot of stuff we need to resolve before we give them any money.  Councilor Allred said that should be our bargaining chip, until they help us with that we don’t give them any money.  The clerk said we need to decide if we want a patrol.  Councilor Allred said they charge us when they drive through.  Councilor Williams said even when they were here it was like pulling teeth to get them to put a ticket on two cars.  He doesn’t have any sympathy.  Mayor Allred said he told them we towed their first car at the Coordinating Council.
The clerk comes back to his discussion with Will Leigh.  He talked about the ordinances with Will Leigh and the fact that our ordinances allow for parking on the street even though he has been asked to post no parking signs.  Will Leigh said posting it will not be the problem.  Enforcing it will be the problem if you don’t have ordinances behind it.  So if you post it and you don’t enforce it that will be fine.  As soon as you tow somebody and they start looking in to things that is where you will run into problems.  The clerk asked Leigh if he knew of a way to restrict parking for hikers, but not for residents.  Leigh said permit parking or preferential parking is the way you do that.  The clerk asks the board if they want him to start looking into that and getting our ordinance changed before next hiking season.  The clerk is told to start research on that and see what we can get in place before next year.  Councilor Williams still thinks we need to pursue having BLM make Kanarra Falls a permitted hike.  
Mayor Allred said it wouldn’t hurt to get some permits for the residents so they can continue to park in the street.  The clerk said that is how you do preferential parking, you change the ordinance, then have some way to administer it for the residents to park.  Would we want to charge them for the permit?  Mayor Allred said no, it should be free.  
The clerk said he got the ordinances for dogs to Sheriff Schlosser and the penalties from the state statutes but he hadn’t heard back from him.  He did all the research on the bails and classifications for crimes.  It all kind of fits together with the sheriff and what role they are going to have here in Kanarraville.  
10.  STONEY SHUGART-FUTURE TRUCK TRAFFIC THROUGH KANARRAVILLE CONCERNS AND RTAC REPORT.  Councilor Shugart states that he has a customer who knows our neighbors south of us building that big building.  He provides product to Walmart.  He has a big outfit in Preston Idaho.  Councilor Shugart states that his concern is how much truck traffic will we be going through town as a result of that, and the increased use of Main Street.  Do we want to get an ordinance that says no truck traffic through town except in emergencies when they close I-15.  Councilor Williams said they should have to go to the county line and get on I-15 that way.  Councilor Shugart said if they are coming from the north they will just roll through town.  Mayor Allred said there are bunches of them working down there.  Councilor Shugart said do we need to be proactive on this or wait until it becomes a problem.  Mayor Allred said why don’t you bring it up at the RTAC meeting and see what they recommend.  Councilor Shugart said he would do that.  He had heard that this was going to be a staging warehouse.  But if you look at it, it looks like it will be much more.  He said he lives on Main Street and he thinks it could be a noise and safety issue.  Councilor Allred said we do own Highway 91 from border to border.   
11.  BUDGET REVIEW-AGREED UPON PROCEDURES REQUIRED, STATE TRANSPARANCY WEBSITE, INCREASED TOWN ACCOUNTANT ROLE, AND EXPENDITURES APPROVALS.  The clerk reports that General Government is at 43.6%.  Public Safety is at 159.9%.  We are looking at a budget amendment at the end of the year for that.  Highways and Streets is at 27.5%.  And Parks and Recreation is at 39.7%.    
The clerk reports that we will not be doing the self-assessment for our audit this year as stated earlier.  We had just enough in expenditures that require us to have the Agreed Upon Procedures, just like last year.  Hinton Burdick will be taking care of that for us.  Also, because we went over $350,000.00 in expenditures, we will have to start reporting on the Utah State Transparency Website.  The town Accountant will be helping us meet that requirement.  That will mean an expanded role for her.  The board is okay with that.  
The clerk asks if anyone has any questions on the expenditures.  There are no questions on expenditures.  
Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the expenditures.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the November expenditures.  Councilor Williams seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
13.  TOWN BOARD REPORTS.  Councilor Allred reports that Bruce Anderson has put a stop to dumping trees and branches at the transfer station.  He is the head over the landfill.  He wants us to lock the gate going into the ball field and post no more dumping.  The fire warden will come and burn this pile.  Riddle wants us to hang a sign, but he will have it made up. Commissioner Miller wants to meet with us about building a new fire station.
Councilor Shugart doesn’t have anything to report.
Councilor Williams doesn’t have anything to report.
