Present at said meeting were: Mayor Roger Swenson Council members:  Kent Wilson, Tom Baltzer, Carole Larsen and electronically with Council member Carol Stilson.  City Recorder Ruanne Leeflang, City Treasurer Cindy Nielson.  Also present were Council members elect Janet Tuttle and Kirk McQuivey.

Mayor Swenson opened the meeting at 6:00pm.

1.  RENTAL FEES FOR COMMERCIAL USE OF THE COMMUNITY CENTER
Discussion included the amount of insurance required could be $1,000,000.00.  This fee would only be for commercial renters.  It was discussed that we also need an indemnification clause.  There was also discussion as to paying hourly or by the day.  Maybe the two renters could go in together for insurance.

2.  BURIAL FEES FOR CITY EMPLOYEES
Kent Wilson explained that he was thinking of this benefit for longevity and low compensation.  This would be for outstanding service and would not just include those people on the list.  We would have to set a criteria to determine who would be eligible.  

3.  TIPPAGE FEES
Kent Wilson talked with Commissioner Cowley and on Jan. 1, 2016 Emery County will be imposing a tippage fee.  This will be $15.00 per ton.  This fee would be passed on to the residents at $1.60-$1.75 per can.  This could possibly mean that the dumpsters used around town would no longer be free but have a fee.  This increase needs to be advertised really good.

4.  FLOOD COMMITTEE 
Kent Wilson has talked with Craig Johansen and feels we should work with Johansen and Tuttle and come up with flood basins.  There is one through the subdivision, one west of Clyde Magnusons farm and another one through Jay Mark Humphrey’s field.  We need to plan for the 100 year flood.  It is not in the interest of the city to take liability for all of the canals.  Could possibly go the CIB and obtain a planning grant.

1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS  - none

2.  APPROVAL OF BILLS AND WARRANTS
Carole Larsen moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Carol Stilson.  Voting:  Ben Orgill – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carol Stilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
Tom Baltzer moved to approve the minutes of previous meetings.  Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

4.  KAREN SITTERUD – FOSTER CARE GROUP TO USE COMMUNITY CENTER
Mrs. Leeflang informed the council that Mrs. Sitterud has been in the hospital.  She is asking to use the community center for a foster care group to use probably on a monthly basis.  This would also need to be at no charge.  Kent Wilson moved to allow this foster care group to be put on the list of those using the community center free of charge.  Only if adults will be in the group. 
Second Ben Orgill.  Motion passed.

6.  RENTAL FEES FOR COMMERCIAL USE OF THE COMMUN ITY CENTER
This has been discussed quite a bit.  Mayor Swenson stated concern about liability insurance for commercial users.  We need to be sure that we are covering costs of utilities and cleaning.  We are currently charging under what we should charge.  Mayor Swenson proposes that we charge $100.00 for the first three days of use or $300.00.  The rest of the month would be free.  If the usage is 1-4 hours the cost would be 150.00  for the first three days and the rest of the month would be free.  The council has also studied the Emery School District Indemnification form.  We will contact them to see if we can use this form.  We should also require $1,000,000.00 of liability insurance in case there is an accident during their use.  The city would be an additional insured.  Maybe they could go together for insurance.  Kent Wilson moved to change the policy on commercial rental of the community center to $100.00 per day for the first three weeks of the month if they use the building more than four hours.  One to four hours of use would be $150.00.  After that the fee is free.  Renters should also meet insurance requirement of $1,000,000.00.  This change will be effective for rent on January 1 and insurance February 1 for current users.  Future businesses would meet requirements up front.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.

7.  BURIAL FEES FOR CITY EMPLOYEES
Carol Stilson moved to postpone the decision on burial fees until January.  Second Carole Larsen. Motion passed.

8.  TIPPAGE FEES
Kent Wilson informed the council that Emery County will be imposing a tippage fee at the landfill.  This will be effective Jan. 1, 2016.  They will begin charging $15.00 per ton.  This fee will need to be passed on to the residents at $1.60-$1.75 per can.  This could also possibly mean that the dumpsters used around town would no longer be free.
