Creation of Advisory Board to the Greater Salt Lake Municipal Services District

	Trustee Wilson stated the trustees have expressed an interest in moving forward with the creation of an advisory committee.  Comments have been made that the advisory committee should not be over-formalized, but it should be given legitimacy.  The objective would be to assure a smooth transition for those involved.  The committee would be made up of individuals appointed by each community council; then meeting times and structure would have to be worked out.  

	Trustee Bradshaw, seconded by Trustee Snelgrove, moved to formalize the creation of the Municipal Service District Advisory Committee.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Trustees present voted “Aye.”

	Trustee Bradshaw stated there is apprehension amongst Public Works employees, and it might behoove the Council to create some sort of town hall forum.  An additional spot for an employee on the advisory committee could be created.  However, since most Public Works’ employees will likely remain County employees, that may not be appropriate.  He did not want to lose that employee base.
