1.	ROLL CALL.  The secretary called the roll which showed Board Members Wade Bitner, Chairperson, Shawn Milne and Myron Bateman present.  Also present were Scott Broadhead, Attorney, and Marilyn Gillette, Secretary.

2.	APPROVAL OF MINUTES.  Board Member Bateman moved to approve the minutes of the Tooele County Transportation Special Service District meeting held December 16, 2014 as presented.  Board Member Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

3.	PUBLIC HEARING ON THE 2016 FINAL BUDGET.  Board Member Milne moved to open the public hearing.  Board Member Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.  Those in attendance were:  Randall Jones and Jerry Houghton.  Randall Jones asked what the scope of the district is.  Board Member Bateman – the $280,000 is divided 50/50 between the Recreation Special Service District and the County Roads Department.  Once it gets to $300,000, the Roads Department gets $150,000 and the rest goes to the Transportation SSD.  Randall asked if that is the only source of income for this SSD?  Board Member Milne – yes.  There were no other public comments.  Board Member Milne moved to close the public hearing.  Board Member Bateman seconded the motion.  All concurred.

4.	DISTRICT MEMBER CONCERNS.  There were no comments from district members.

5.	RESOLUTION 2015-01 – A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE TOOELE COUNTY TRANSPORTATION, SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT ADOPTING THE FISCAL YEAR 2016 FINAL BUDGET.  Board Member Bateman moved to approve Resolution 2015-01, setting the budget at $280,000, as presented.  Board Member Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
