
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD DECEMBER 07, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Jerry Lisonbee and Mike Casper with the Road Department, Landfill Director Hal Giles, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Mr. Lisonbee stated that the Road Department has been getting rock for Roosevelt City; they are hauling 3-4 loads a day.  They are still working in Arcadia this week and they will start hauling dirt in the Event Center.  They will also start graveling in Pleasant Valley at 8500 South 500 West.
Mr. Giles reported that the permit went into public review and it should be ready and in hand in January 2016.  They are going to move tires and haul them to Salt Lake City.  Last week’s training went very well; they had people here from Uintah and Wasatch Counties. 
Consideration Of Resolution No. 15-18, A Resolution Establishing A New Fee Schedule For Buildings And Construction Within Duchesne County
Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 9:24 A.M…

Official Mott stated that he created the table in Exhibit A using the calculated process in the International Code Council in the Building and Safety Journal so we can keep the fees consistent.
RESOLUTION NO. 15-18
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A NEW FEE SCHEDULE FOR 

BUILDINGS AND CONSTRUCTION WITHIN DUCHESNE COUNTY
WHEREAS, Duchesne County Code Title 7 establishes rules and regulations for buildings and construction with Duchesne County; and

WHEREAS, Duchesne County Code §7-1E-2 authorizes the County to establish permit fees for building and construction; and

WHEREAS, said code also authorizes the fees to be set by resolution; and

WHEREAS, Duchesne County desires to amend said fees commencing January 1, 2016.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of County Commissioners for Duchesne County that the valuation table for the Duchesne County building and construction enforcement in Exhibit A attached hereto and hereby incorporated by reference, is adopted.
IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the method used to calculate the fees on the individual projects shall be that as set forth in the Building Department Fee Schedule in Exhibit B attached hereto and hereby incorporated by reference.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that existing fee amounts contrary to this resolution are changed to reflect this new fee schedule, and that this fee schedule shall be effective January 1, 2016.


APPROVED AND ADOPTED by a duly constituted quorum of the Board of County Commissioners of Duchesne County this 7th day of December, 2015.

Mrs. Wilson stated that they received quotes from three different companies and prices are from $14,000 down to $1,440 a year.  Supervisor Jenkins stated that they are supposed to keep a log of chemicals used for 30 years, but he has never seen it.  They have to stay compliant on trainings and they want to hold a training for employees in March for a one time cost of $289.00 they can purchase the program.  He has money in his budget to purchase this and the SDS program. Consensus from the Commission was to allow Supervisor Jenkins to move forward. 
Information System Department Updates
IS Department Director Kent Ogletree & Records Retention/Microfilm Marcee Johnson joined the meeting at 9:40 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that Mrs. Johnson and Cristina Neilson attended the OnBase User Conference and they were presented with a training excellence award. They will set up appointments for trainings.  He would like to set up cyber security trainings that is required by the FBI.

Director Ogletree stated that they received a bid from Poll Sound who is highly recommended by the State of Utah.  We can do this in phases and do certain portions of the building at a time.  Mr. Peatross stated that Hughes Construction and Alan Lundsford speak very highly of Poll Sound.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to accept the bid from Poll Sound. Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Commissioner Burdick asked Mr. Lisonbee to get bids.  This is for the outdoor arena not inside the building.

Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Comments On The Strawberry Peak Livestock Conversion Project
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:10 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that this is in Wasatch County, but you enter from Duchesne County up Timber Canyon.  This allotment is 9,600 acres in size.  Since 2007, they have been running cattle to see if range conditions stay in acceptable levels which is has so they want to continue this. He asked Wasatch County what their preference is, but he hasn’t received a response yet.  We are in support of changing it from a grazing allotment from sheep to cattle, which he feels is the best option to keep disease from sheep away from bighorn sheep.  This will overall improve ranging conditions. All commissioners agreed that the letter looks good and authorized Administrator Hyde to send it.
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding The Duchesne/Roosevelt District Wide Range Improvements Project

Administrator Hyde stated that this project will include 5.7 miles of new fencing and water improvements on the Ashley National Forest to improve livestock distribution, increase forage, protect riparian areas and aid permittees in their efforts to comply with annual operating requirements.  It appears that this would be consistent with the policies in the Duchesne County Resource Management Plan.  We are in support of this project.  The consensus from the Commission was to send the letter of support.

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:30 A.M…
