Approval of Minutes

Councilmember Maw noted that the canvass was on Monday not Thursday.  Councilmember Kelley moved to approve the minutes from November 16, 2015 as corrected and November 19, 2015.  Councilmember Maw seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Kelley, Maw, Carrigan and Hale voted aye.  The motion carried.

There were none.
Public Hearing:  Potential Projects to Consider for a Community Development Block Grant

Councilmember Kelley moved to go into a public hearing.  Councilmember Maw seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Kelley, Maw, Carrigan and Hale voted aye.  The motion carried.  Mayor Higley opened the public hearing for the CDBG program and stated that this hearing is being called to consider potential projects for which funding may be applied under the 2016 Community Development Block Grant Program.  It was explained that the grant money must be spend on projects benefiting primarily low and moderate-income persons.  WACOG, in which Plain City is a member, is expecting to receive money in this new program year.  All eligible activities that can be accomplished under this program are identified in the CDBG Application Policies and Procedures Manual and interested persons can review it at any time.  The Mayor noted that one project he had in mind was tearing down and rebuilding the restroom at the Lions Club Park.  He noted that the engineer’s estimate comes in at $189,175.00.  He noted that eligible activities includes things like construction of public works and facilities, ie: water and sewer lines, fire stations, acquisition of real property, provision of public services such as food banks or homeless shelters.  Also eligible are loan programs for private businesses which would then hire low income persons and the program can also pay for housing rehabilitation or down payment assistance for low income homeowners.  Mayor Higley indicated that Plain City has received grants in the past. The Mayor asked if anyone had any questions, comments or suggestions.  Monica Hanks suggested a crosswalk on 2600 North somewhere by 3375 N and 3475 N.  She noted that she talked with the state and they suggested that somehow those two subdivisions be connected.  The ditch would need to be filled in and sidewalk would have to be put in.  She noted that this would be really necessary if the commercial development is coming in.  Rebecca Cannon is proposing a park next to the elementary school as it is on the General Plan.  She noted that the kids in that area of the city have nowhere to play.  Councilmember Kelley asked if she could get a copy of the estimate for the RAMP Grant.  She suggested applying for a RAMP grant for the park next year.  Councilmember Maw moved to go out of the public hearing and into the regular meeting.  Councilmember Hale seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Kelley, Maw, Carrigan and Hale voted aye.  The motion carried.
Discussion/Motion:  Independent Contractor Agreement for Water Testing Services – RJ Analytical LLC

Brandon Richards reported that this agreement was approved about 10 years ago and essentially the same agreement.  Rich Mickelsen (RJ Analytical LLC) uses the old city hall for a testing lab for his personal business.  In exchange for using the building, he does our sewer testing (up to 12 per month) for free.  Additional testing, if necessary, will be billed.  Brandon noted that it is a four year contract and will automatically extend for another four years.  At the end of that term an additional four year term will be extended unless either party shall terminate the agreement.  Either party may terminate with 90 days written notice.  It was noted that the city pays the gas and power at the building but Rich maintains his own equipment.  Councilmember Hale moved to adopt Resolution 2015-07 allowing the contract for water testing related services with RJ Analytical LLC.  Councilmember Kelley seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Kelley, Maw, Carrigan and Hale voted aye.  The motion carried.
Motion:  Approval of Business Licenses

Motion:  Approval of Warrant Register
See warrant register dated 11/17/15 to 11/30/15.   Councilmember Carrigan moved to approve the warrant register as presented.  Councilmember Hale seconded the motion. Councilmembers Kelley, Maw, Carrigan and Hale voted aye.  The motion carried.
Report:  Planning Commission
Blake Neil reported that the last Planning Commission was canceled due to Thanksgiving.  Mayor Higley asked if the Planning Commission has heard anything about Randy Marriott’s proposal on the sewer out north.  Blake said he hadn’t but the Planning Commission is interested in it due to some other projects out on North Plain City Road. The Mayor suggested a work meeting at our next meeting.  Blake noted that they are waiting for the engineered pickle ball drawings.
Report:  Council
Councilmember Kelley reported that the youth council is having its food drive on Saturday.  The only other thing she is working on is pickle ball.
Councilmember Maw reported that we are on winter hours at the landfill.  They are open the 2nd and 4th Saturday from 8 to 3.

Councilmember Carrigan reported that in staff meeting this week, it was mentioned that we need a new lawn mower before next year.  He noted that two benches have been put together but feels that we ought to store them inside for the winter.  He noted that he was approached by a citizen about cutting the weeds down in the subdivision down by the landfill.  Dusty was planning on doing that tomorrow.

Councilmember Hale reported that she will need articles for the newsletter by December 28.  She encouraged the youth to get involved with the youth council.  They meet the 1st Tuesday at 8 p.m. in the council chambers.

Mayor Higley thanked Councilmember Maw for conducting the last meeting for him.  He apologized to the council about the road bids that were on the last agenda.  At staff meeting, Dusty had the bids to get projects done.  Weather was a concern so the Mayor told Dusty to get them lined up since the hot plant would be closing soon. Post Construction was the lowest bid.  The Mayor apologized because he didn’t let the council know before he left town.  The Mayor also noted that after reading the last meeting minutes, there were accusations.  He noted that the Planning Commission and City Council are doing everything they can for anyone.  They are treating everyone the same.  The Planning Commission and City Council are doing their best for the better interest for Plain City.  They are following the ordinances.  He appreciates the Planning Commission and City Council.  They are performing a service for the community.  He noted that the staff does a great job on a shoestring budget.

At 7:30 p.m. Councilmember Maw moved to go into an executive session for the purpose of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual and was seconded by Councilmember Kelley.  Councilmembers Kelley, Maw, Carrigan and Hale voted aye.  The motion carried.
At 8:11 p.m. Councilmember Kelley moved to adjourn and was seconded by Councilmember Hale.  The vote was unanimous.
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
