Director Stewart presented the changes regarding allowing the Division authority to 
pursue a subpoena in district court.

Mr. Nielsen reported in October the Division received 3 complaints; opened 0 new 
cases; close 5 case; leaving 33 appraisal cases open with the Division. There are a total 
of 18 cases are now with the AG's office.
