Minutes from February 12, 2015 were approved as read.
MOTION:  VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES FOR FEBRUARY 12, 2015 AS READ. LARRY DYE SECONED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE.
PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment.
DUCHESNE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – INTRODUCTION OF NEW COMMISSION MEMBERS
Ron Winterton, Ken Burdick and Greg Todd from the Duchesne County Commission came before the council to introduce the two new commission members. Commissioner Winterton introduced Ken Burdick and Greg Todd to the council. Commissioner Winterton stated Duchesne County will hold their centennial this year and turned the time over to Commissioner Todd. Commissioner Todd stated that Duchesne County’s free dump days will be April 18-25 and May 2, 2015. The Centennial culmination will be from August 3-9th. Commissioner Burdick stated the Centennial celebration is big enough that they will be inviting State Legislators, the Governor and Lieutenant Governor.
Josh Bean from Epic Engineering presented plans for the Centennial Project. Those costs are attached. Mayor Cooper called Josh Bean this morning to see what it would cost to put the project closer to the new rodeo ground that was completed by Brody Monks. Vickie Stanley stated she would rather see park equipment get upgraded before getting a walking path. Dawnetta Haskins stated she would like to see the interior walking path with some equipment upgrades. Wendy Chase stated she would rather see an interior walking path. The interior walking path would be safer for families. Wayne Gingell suggested we move the little park in the southeast corner to the pavilion park and make the park more functional by consolidating the playground equipment.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO PUT THE WALKING PATH ON THE EXTERIOR OF THE PARK AND CONSOLIDATE THE PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT AT THE PAVILLION. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED NAY. MOTION CARRIED 4 TO 1. 
EPIC ENGINEERING
Myton General Plan/Annexation Policy Plan Consideration
Wayne Gingell stated this is not critical because the individual who needed to be annexed has moved. Larry Dye suggested adding this discussion to each council meeting so we can move forward with developing the annexation policy. 
Myton Victory Line Connection Update
Josh Bean stated that Duchesne County Water Conservancy District has realigned the Victory pipeline. The cost savings for the realignment is around 1 million dollars. The cost to Myton City has increased $300,000 to connect to the victory pipeline.  Larry Dye stated we were promised a connection when we signed up; now the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District is retracting on its promises. Josh Bean stated the letter of intent should have outlined exactly what was promised.
Myton Wastewater Lagoon Report
Josh Bean from Epic Engineering presented the results of the wastewater lagoon survey for Lagoon 1. Josh presented a list of recommendations for the council to consider. Council discussed fixing the valves and equalizing the amount of wastewater in Lagoon 1 and 2, and laying a concrete pad for the unloading of trucks into the lagoon.
JOE WITT – BUILDING PROPOSAL FOR SURPLUS PROPERTY IN BLOCK 71 AND/OR BLOCK 86
Mayor Cooper instructed Kalecia to send a copy of the email she sent to Mayor Cooper to Mr. Witt.
ROCKY MOUNTAIN ELK FOUNDATION – SPONSORSHIP DONATION REQUEST
Mayor Cooper asked if we would like to support the Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation. The sponsorship package is $260.

CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Ronnie Young – Maintenance
Ronnie Young stated he has been burning ditches and repaired a service line leak at 300 East Main. Mayor Cooper stated our clean-up will be from April 17 through May 4, 2015. Mayor Cooper instructed Kalecia to prepare the notices.

Jeremy Farley – Fire Department
Chief Farley stated the Fire Department has scheduled pump tests for the fire equipment. The ISO rating will be changed from a 6 to a 10 if the fire department does not test the equipment and show records of the testing. Larsen Fire Apparatus will be doing the testing.
Larry Dye stated we need to change the policy & procedures for Fire Department recruitment. We need to eliminate the distance requirement and change to a response time of 15 minutes and make it retroactive. Mayor Cooper instructed Kalecia to make those changes, send them to Amy Hugie for attorney approval and present those changes to the next city council meeting.

Jack Guenon – Police Department
Jack Guenon introduced himself to the council; he was recently hired as Myton City’s new police chief. Chief Guenon stated he was hired in February but cannot be released for work until April 1, 2015 because of a shoulder operation.
Chief Guenon stated he has written a policy & procedures manual for the police department. That policy & procedures is being reviewed by Amy Hugie, Myton City’s Attorney and will be presented for council approval at the April meeting.
Chief Guenon stated the budget that was submitted for creating a police department wasn’t close. Chief Guenon explained that when an agency starts a police department an estimated start-up cost should have been presented and was not. Chief Guenon presented costs that he had created for another agency. Chief Guenon also presented a memo for a list of items that need to be purchased for the police department. Chief Guenon requested to reimburse Timothy Mellor for being chief and increase his wages to $18 an hour until April 1 when Chief Guenon can begin work.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO APPROVE CHIEF GUENON’S PURCHASE REQUESTS FOR $13,505. LARRY DYE SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE ABSTAINED. MOTION CARRIED WITH 4 AYE VOTES AND 1 ABSTENTION.

Vickie Stanley wondered why we don’t increase the memo to $15,000 to pay Chief Guenon for the time he has spent. Wendy Chase stated she has an issue with the memo and would like to discuss it in Executive Session.
