Meeting was called to order at 6:42 P.M.
[bookmark: Text2]MOTION: DAWNETTA HASKINS MOTIONED TO APPOINT WAYNE GINGELL AS MAYOR PRO TEM FOR THIS MEETING. LARRY DYE SECONDED. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
Minutes from March12, 2015 were approved as read.
MOTION:  LARRY DYE MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE MARCH 12, 2015 MINUTES AS READ. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
PUBLIC COMMENT
No Public Comment.
JOHNSON WATER – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON METER ATTACHED TO JOHNSON WATER SYSTEM
Wayne Gingell turned the time over to Jim Smart, Operator for Johnson Water. Jim Smart stated Johnson Water would like to be reimbursed $35 for the last two years, plus $30 for the three years before that. Wayne Gingell stated Myton City would like to pay what we have collected on this account. Mr. Smart stated he will take this proposal back to the board. 
MOTION: LARRY DYE MOTIONED TO REIMBURSE JOHNSON WATER FOR WHAT WE HAVE COLLECTED FOR THIS ACCOUNT AND CONNECT THIS ACCOUNT TO MYTON CITY’S INFRASTRUCTURE. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
UBAC BOARD APPOINTMENT – JULIE THOMPSON
Kalecia reported that the Uintah Basin Assistance Council (UBAC) would like to appoint Julie Thompson to the board in place of Wayne Gingell.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO APPOINT JULIE THOMPSON TO THE UINTAH BASIN ASSISTANCE COUNCIL BOARD IN PLACE OF WAYNE GINGELL. LARRY DYE SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE.
DUCHESNE COUNTY CENTENNIAL COMMITTEE – BANNER DISCUSSION AND ACTION
Kalecia stated the Centennial Committee has received the banners for Myton City. They wanted to know where they would be placed. Kalecia suggested to the committee that they should contact Ronnie Young for those placements. 
JANE THOMPSON – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON MYTON COMMUNITY PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH PROPERTY BEING UTILIZED AS A TRANSITION SHELTER FOR WOMEN
Wayne Gingell turned the time over to Jane Thompson. Jane Thompson stated she would like to utilize the Myton Community Presbyterian Church property as a transitional shelter for women just being released from jail. The property is owned by the State Presbytery and they would donate it to Mrs. Thompson by the end of June. The church property would need to be remodeled. Larry Dye asked how this transitional center would be funded. Mrs. Thompson stated she would apply for some federal grants. Larry Dye questioned whether those grants would help fund the remodeling or just operational costs. Wayne Gingell asked Sheriff Boren what the county would be able to provide in law enforcement. Sheriff Boren stated Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office would be able to provide law enforcement 24/7 with the support staff and extra patrols. Wayne Gingell questioned the zoning of the property. Kalecia reported that the zoning is R-15. Wayne Gingell stated he would look into the zoning aspect and get in touch with Mrs. Thompson about her next steps.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ACCEPT JANE THOMPSON’S IDEA OF A WOMEN’S TRANSITIONAL CENTER. LARRY DYE SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON LAW ENFORCEMENT PROPOSAL(S)
Sheriff Boren presented Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office proposal for law enforcement. Wayne Gingell asked about coverage times and when they would occur and if they could be rotated. Sheriff Boren stated they could absolutely rotate those times. Council felt we should wait until there is a full quorum before making any decisions.
CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Epic Engineering – Project Updates
Wayne Gingell stated the lowest bidder for the walking park was Nielson Construction for $57,078.55. Larry Dye stated he had spoken with Commissioner Winterton yesterday, there is $27,000 we could put toward playground equipment in revitalization money that was left over from 2013. There was supposed to be a meeting today to decide if the committee would allow these funds to be used on playground equipment.

Ronnie Young – Maintenance

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON ORDINANCE 042315-001 – SURPLUS PROPERTY DESIGNATIONS
Kalecia stated Myton City’s Attorney, Amy Hugie, sent this surplus property ordinance for adoption consideration. This is an ordinance that references the state code on surplus property designation.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON RESOLUTION 042315-001 – AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS OF THE MYTON CITY FIRE DEPARTMENT
Kalecia stated this resolution is the result of last month’s request from the council to change the membership requirements from the city’s fire district to a response time. Amy Hugie, city attorney, stated we can alter those requirements by resolution.
