Opening And Consideration Of Sealed Bids For Welding Project In The Centennial Event Center
Centennial Committee Chairman Kent Peatross & Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 11:03 A.M…

Supervisor Jenkins stated that he will go through the bids and come back with a recommendation. Supervisor Jenkins & Mr. Peatross were excused from the meeting.
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Mr. Casper reported that the Road Department is plowing snow and is putting dirt in the Event Center.  They are trying to get on a lease program for a backhoe; they received a quote from Case who can get it in February.  John Deere hasn’t given us a quote yet. They will do interviews for the Secretary position on Thursday.
Mr. Giles reported that they had 45 tons of tires go out to Salt Lake City. Ads are out regarding our tippage fee increase that takes effect on January 1, 2016.
Consideration Of Sanders And Plows To Be Funded Out Of Road Department 41 Account
Mr. Lisonbee stated that they received three quotes between $26,000 to $38,000 for  stainless steel sanders and between $5,000 to $7,000 for plows.  Williamson is the lowest, but they would like to discuss the specs with Chuck Wilkins and come back with a recommendation. 
Continuation Of Welding Bids For The Centennial Event Center
Mr. Peatross rejoined the meeting at 11:40 A.M…

Mr. Peatross stated that he contacted Treaven Jensen with Jensen Welding who recently had surgery and is unable to do the project.  GH Welding is the next lowest bidder who is Glen Hamstreet out of Vernal and he is comfortable with him.  Commissioner Todd motioned to award the bid to GH Welding in the amount of $9,240.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 

Consideration Of WIFI Contract With Spectra IT Solutions For The Event Center
IS Department Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 11:44 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that the price changed from $16,000 to $24,279.03 due to five access points, additional licenses, and network cabling.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to accept the bid from Spectra Solutions and enter into an agreement for IT Solutions at the Centennial Event Center.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding The Ameri-can Onyx – Honeycomb Mine
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:10 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that last year Shamrock sold the mine to Ameri-Can Onyx and would like to amend their approved plan of operations to allow for up to 2.5 acres of surface disturbance, rather than one acre.  They plan to produce 3,000 to 6,000 tons of calcite per year, over a ten to fifteen year period.  The Forest Service has done an environmental assessment and has asked for our comments.  In the past there were dust problems and they are requiring signs and turn outs to be built along with a lead truck with a radio.  One of our recommendations is that a living quarter be inspected by TriCouny Health Department.  Another recommendation is that the storage for fuel be inspected by the Duchesne County Fire Chief to ensure that the fire code is followed.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the letter as written. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Lease Agreement With The State Of Utah Department Of Administrative Services Division Of Facilities Construction And Management
Chairman Winterton stated that this contract is for the new facility at the Justice Center. There are certain things that we commit to do for maintenance such as snow removal. In exchange, they will pay us approximately $79,000 for maintaining their share of the building.  Payments will be made for 20 years and the State will purchase portions of the building.  Other than the space that the Attorney’s will use, this building hasn’t cost the county anything to build; we will get all of the money back in the lease.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the lease agreement for the Justice Center. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

RESOLUTION 15-16

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE FISCAL YEAR 2016 BUDGET OF FUNDS AND ACCOUNTS FOR DUCHESNE COUNTY

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Utah Code Annotated § 17-36-10, the Duchesne County Legislative Body has prepared a tentative budget for the fiscal year 2016; and


WHEREAS, in accordance with Utah Code Annotated § 17-36-11, the Budget Officer has made the tentative budget and all supporting schedules and data available for public inspection at least ten days prior to the public hearing on the adoption of the final budget; and


WHEREAS, notice was published at least seven days before the hearing in the Uintah Basin Standard published in Duchesne County, Utah and on the Utah Public Notice Website; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on December 7, 2015 where all interested persons had an opportunity to be heard whether for or against the estimates of revenue and expenditures and performance data or any item in any fund; and


WHEREAS, no public comment was received at the December 7, 2015 budget meeting.


NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of the County Commissioners, as follows:


SECTION 1.  Purpose: The purpose of this resolution is to adopt a final budget for Duchesne County for fiscal year 2016.  All conditions precedent to the adoption of the final budget have been accomplished.


SECTION 2.  Entirety: The attached budget is made a part of this resolution by reference, and the same hereby is adopted as the final budget for the remainder of the fiscal year 2016, in accordance with Utah Code Annotated § 17-36-15.


SECTION 3.  Authorization:  The Budget Officer is hereby authorized and directed to certify and file a copy of said final budget with the State Auditor as required by Utah Code Annotated § 17-36-15.


SECTION 4.  Effective Date:  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its approval and adoption.
