Town of Mantua Council Meeting
Held on November 19, 2015

Prayer:  Steve Howard
Approval of Minutes:  Jan motioned to approve.  Phil seconded.  All in favor
Jeff Hammer:  Jeff presented a letter regarding in-home businesses.  Marlin Berrett was going to try to be here but apparently he couldn’t make it.  The street Jeff lives on is nothing more than a shared driveway.  The city does not maintain it.  It is maintained by the homeowners that live on that street.  Jeff has a neighbor that is doing business out of their home.  When the business license was taken out it was explained to Jeff that there would be some deliveries but they would be made at the top of the street and trucked down.  Jeff had talked to them and they said there would be semi-trucks coming in about once a month.  It is more than once a month.  Jeff said they come more like 1-3 times a week.  Jeff clarified that was the freight semi-trucks.  Council was not aware of the freight delivery trucks.  Phil commented, when he applied for his license he stated, he would be parking his personal work truck there and on occasion another truck would be parked there.  Jeff said the deliveries sometimes stay in his driveway up to several days.  He is using his house as a warehouse.  Trucks come anytime during the day. There was discussion about the possibilities of deliveries being made at a different location and then being trucked to their home.  Mike will write him a letter expressing the concerns of his neighbors and review the conditions of in-home business.  Mike asked Jeff if the neighbors had spoken to him.  Jeff replied he had spoken to them and Marlin said he was going to talk to them also. He will have to come to the Council for a new business license in January so we will review it then.  The letter Jeff has submitted will be taken into consideration when the new business license is reviewed.
Little Valley Store Conditional Use Permit:  The last time the Planning and Zoning met they approved the Conditional Use Permit for the fuel station at the Little Valley Store.  It was approved with the following conditions:  Pumps would only be operated from 7a.m. to 11 p.m. The traffic flow needed to be identified on the plot plan with directional arrows.  Tim reviewed the plot plan with everyone showing the direction of the traffic and that the extra fuel tank is removed.  Town needs affidavit showing Jim Forsgren is allowing his land to be used by the Little Valley Store for overflow parking. 
Scott Wilding says this affidavit has nothing to do with the CUP presented tonight.  Tonight the discussion is the fuel tanks.  It was explained to Mr. Wilding that we just wanted to wrap up the last items needed for them to be compliant.  Margo asked Mr. Wilding why his new plot plan shows the driveway goes over the corner of Jim Forsgren property.  Marking it out on the plan and signing the plot plan will be sufficient.  Dave Derricott said there needs to be a minimum of 25 feet from the fuel tank to the fuel island. It was mentioned they made the road one way so there would be that minimum distance.  Dave said he will not approve the installation of the fuel island if there is not 25 feet.  Mike said Bruce Jorgensen said the CUP could be granted upon the completion of conditions. If the conditions were not met then the CUP could be halted.  Mike suggested we put in the minutes what the stipulations are.  The stipulations being that the fuel island be 25 feet from the fuel tanks with the one way traffic, and we give Scott until tomorrow to get the affidavit to us for the overflow parking.  Steve brought up that in the CUP it states there would be 24 hour fueling but Tim mentioned there would be limited fueling.  Jan said she had talked to Bruce Jorgensen today and he stated that we cannot put that condition on the CUP unless it is stated in our Land Use Book that it was a condition we could apply to the CUP.  If the gas does present a nuisance in the future then it will get relooked at.  Mike asked about lighting.  The ordinance indicates a certain type of lighting.  Scott presented what the lighting will look like.  It is all within the Town code.

Tim presented the Little Valley Store Fuel Station CUP to the Council for their approval with the following stipulations added by the Council.

1. Affidavit to prove Jim Forsgren is allowing overflow parking on his land
2. 25 feet between the fuel pumps and the traffic. 
	       3.     The map shows front edge of Forsgren property will not be used to part of driveway.

Phil made a motion to approve the Little Valley Store Fuel Station CUP.  Steve seconded.  All in favor.
Steve Wilding brought in the paper work to show Dave the correct footage of the fuel station placement.
Tim Miles for Jeremiah Hoopes:  He came in with a plan for improvements on 750 north. .  The road will be grated off to the irrigation ditch.  That will be half the crown. It will also be built up about a foot.  That will solve the problem with the snow drifting on the road.  This will be improved out to where he will be building his home.  Mike asked if they were going to widen the road.  Not all land has been dedicated to widen the road.   He will not have to widen it at this time.  All utilities will be down the center of the road with the water run down the south side of road. Jeremiah is planning on selling his first lot to help pay for utilities to be put in.  It is two separate lots, so it does not need to be subdivided.  Steve asked about the enhancement area if there is enough room to build a house.  Tim told him there will be limits on the height of the home according to how far from the dike his home will sit.  Tim will be sure and talk to Jeremiah about the enhancement zone before he builds.  Jeremiah cannot dig into the ground until next spring.  He is building a turnaround on his property for snowplow and garbage trucks.  
Phil asked, if we need a permit to do the road work privately?  We will have to ask Harper this. Steve is concerned about the west end of 750 No. and the land that has not been dedicated to the Town for the street to be widened.  As soon as someone comes in and subdivides the road will have to be widened from Main Street to the area that will be subdivided.  Only some of the properties on the south of the road have been donated to the town.  Phil asked if the irrigation company had been notified about the property sloping down into the ditch.  It would probably be a good idea to let them know. The Council wants to make sure they cannot make improvements until spring.  Tim was sure this was all informational and they will not be starting until spring.  

Brigham City: The Mayor wanted to talk about Brigham City water connection to their maintenance building on 600 No and Main that they applied for. Brigham City was aware we would be talking about this but they could not attend. They will come to our meeting on January 7, 2016.  Brigham City representative Tyler Pugsley stated they thought the 1 acre impact fee was a bit much.   Jan felt they need to pay the same as everyone else.  They would save about 10,000 if it was calculated at ½ acre instead of 1 acre.  Brigham City only wants an indoor impact fee and not be charged for the outdoor impact fee.  They are going to put in a restroom but not public.  They will be washing their vehicles.  They didn’t pay impact fees for their restroom at the boat ramp. The water connection was transferred from their property on the North end. The Town will not separate indoor and outdoor fees, but we will consider it to be a ½ acre lot.  It should be written on their building permit that it was approved for a ½ acre lot. Phil also mentioned we should write on the building permit, if another structure is built on that property, which is outside of that ½ acre, they will need to get another water connection.  The council agreed with this.
Finances:  Lori explained that Matt would be here to present the audit on January 7, 2016. Steve asked if that should have been done before now. Lori explained that he has just been delayed.  The audit does not have to be done before March 31, 2016.  Next meeting Lori will have a full financial including financials verses budget for the out-going council to see what is going on.  Lori would like to have a meeting with the new council prior to January 7 to review the financials with them, give them a look at what the books look like and what to expect.  Mayor agreed it would be good to have the new council up to date on financials when they are sworn in.  
Lori reported Brigham City did reimburse us for the engineering costs for their culverts that the Town incurred.
Brigham City Culvert:  The culvert has been re-poured about half way to Margaret Marshall’s house.  Brigham City has added curbs to Margaret’s driveway entrance for safety.  Margaret’s fence is in the process of being put back up.  Steve Jeppsen is happy with the work that has been done to correct issues he had with the culverts.  
Fire Department: Dave Derricott reported the Fire Department got a $1,000 grant from Kimberly Clark.  They will be using it to pursue getting some 800 MHz radios. That won’t be quite enough to get those but the County may help them with some money to purchase them. They have two new members, Leonard Esparza and Matt Jeppsen.  This brings the Fire Department to 16 members. Gary Owens is still on the department.  Dave did a final inspection on the Little Valley Store’s grill.  There were a few minor infractions but they have been corrected.
Planning and Zoning:  Norm Davis is moving.  Jan Palmer will be put on the Planning Commission.  Does Craig Huss understand that he is not on the commission?  Tim notified him 2 or 3 months ago.  We did get Craig’s Land Use Book back from him.
Celebrations:  Margo asked how many candy canes she needed maybe 250-300. If there are any left they could be given out at the Christmas party.  Margo not sure about who is bringing the hot chocolate. Twists will be coming from Kents.  
Gardner said he will get with Betty about getting the candy. Margo will check on getting the church reserved.  We will be bagging the candy on December 17.

Law and Enforcement:  Eric Ellsworth will be quitting.  He will reimburse Town for any uniforms and equipment purchased for him.  Next Tuesday will be his last day.  Mike will look for someone else to serve as bailiff.
Water: Steve asked if the wiring has been done on the pump house.  Steve just wants to make sure Harper gets it done.  We have a generator that can’t be used.  Also need to finalize the church water agreement.  We need to get the new council going on the new water tank.  We need to get something in writing from Mr. Spiers, saying we can get going with exploratory drilling. They did say they may not have to drill.  They may be able to use the back hoe and dig down and find out what they need to know.
Consideration to approve the bills:
Margo asked about the bill for printing the calendars.  Lori reported if we sell all the calendars we should be able to make about $740 if they all get sold.  We have sold about half of them at this time.  There was a total of 200 ordered.
Phil motioned to approve the bills.  Steve seconded.

Council Comments:
Phil asked about the social security situation with the employees.  Lori is just waiting for their documents to come back to us so we can move forward. Lori has contacted the insurance company who denied our claim a few years back.  The agent was surprised it was denied. They are asking for more information.  Lori is pursuing this insurance claim.  But all that can be reimbursed is the penalty and that has been paid so Lori does not know what will really come of it.  There will be numerous employees affected.
Steve reflecting on everyone’s efforts and how many years of service they given to the Town and thanked everyone.  Mike would also like to thank the Fire Department for their service also.
Margo motioned to adjourned.  Jan seconded.
