

Risk Factors - Identification of multiple risk factors for economically disadvantaged children

· During the first year of the High Quality School Readiness Grant, the data indicated that the recruitment of at risk children was far below expectations leading to multiple discussions by the School Readiness Board about the intent of HB96 
· USU, as the independent evaluator of the grants reported throughout the first year that only 4-5 programs from both LEAs and Private providers were serving children who were identified as at-risk.
· HB96 general description/purpose provides funding for certain early childhood education programs for “at-risk students”
· HB96 does not define at-risk students” – it only defines “economically disadvantaged” (eligible for free or reduced price lunch).  
· Economically disadvantaged is one aspect of being at-risk.  

Recommendation:  Board approval to reflect, in the definition of “at risk” ,additional factors that would assist in making grant funding allocations that are more consistent with the intent of the legislation.

Please see attached Risk Factors Assessment:
1. Declared Income – this section asks for the information needed to determine if the child/family would be eligible for free or reduced price lunch.  This would enable a program to determine if the children meet the “economically disadvantaged” requirement for this grant.  A program could have the families fill out the LEAs posted free or reduced price lunch application instead for this section.  The income guidelines to make a determination are also posted or can be accessed through the USOE website or at http://www.fns.usda.gov/cnd/Governance/notices/iegs/IEGs.htm.
2. Additional Factors Part A – Each of these are evidence based factors with high correlation of adverse impact on educational outcomes without intervention to counteract.
3. Additional Factors Part B – In addition to the above, exposure and adverse environmental conditions are linked in the research to increase adverse impact on educational outcomes.  The more factors that exist, the higher risk for school failure.
In this section the parent or primary care giver filling out the form would not be required to indicate which specific risk factors exist for the child, but would read through the list and count number of factors.

List every person living in your household, related or not (grandparents, other relatives, friends, etc.) You must include yourself and all children living with you.  You must list any and all income received from any individual in the household (worker’s compensation, unemployment, social security, disability benefits, self-employment income, rental income, pensions, retirement, etc.)  The amounts must be GROSS INCOME, meaning amount earned before taxes and any other deductions.
