Citizen Public Input  (2:07:52 PM)

	Mr. Steve Van Maren, spoke under “Citizen Public Input” regarding the re-budgeted requests for capital maintenance, which appears to be running almost a full year behind in spending. He suggested the Council make a one-time withdrawal of up to $10 million from the budget and reapply it elsewhere.

	Mr. Norm Henderson, spoke under “Citizen Public Input” regarding the nomination of Laura Briefer for the new Mountainous Planning District Planning Commission.  He submitted the following letter:

The state has granted Salt Lake City extra-jurisdictional authority to protect the Wasatch watershed area. As such the city has developed an entire ordinance chapter (17.04) specifically related to how land and water are used. The PUD sees any development as an environmental threat to watershed and uses Chapter 17.04 to limit that development in any way it can. 

For water the department has formulated a very restrictive ordinance for water use and has strictly applied it when reviewing building permits and land use planning documents for the watershed. As you can imagine, this puts severe restrictions on many fronts. What is truly frightening to me is that Ms. Briefer has made no bones about it that the reason for the ordinance and her department’s rigid interpretation of it is to use it as a hammer to limit development in the watershed and development itself is the boogeyman not necessarily and demonstrable negative environmental effect of the development. 

In addition to water, Chapter 17.04 controls dogs and dog use in the watershed especially Big Cottonwood Canyon. Certainly not as high profile as water, dog use too affects land use and quality of life in our canyons. Residents are permitted to have dogs yet are unable to walk their dogs within their communities. This has a demonstrable negative effect on land use and development within the watershed. Like water, the rationale for the strict policy on dog use by canyon residents can only be explained within the confines of an anti-developmental attitude in Big Cottonwood Canyon not by any demonstrable negative environmental impact of walking the dogs. 

Of more concern is what still lurks within Chapter 17.04 that could be used to further limit use of private property in Big Cottonwood Canyon.  For example, fires – Through Chapter 17.04 the Director has the authority to prohibit fires of any kind in the watershed. What about wood burning stoves in new and existing houses. What happens if the director (for whatever reason) issues a fire ban? How will Ms. Briefer then evaluate a building permit that calls for the installation of a wood burning stove?

This is perhaps the most insidious part of the city code is the section dealing with trespass.

It is unlawful for any person to open a gate to gain access to public or private property. Or to ride, walk, lodge or camp or to sleep on the premises of another within the city watershed without permission.

Unlawful for any person to operate any vehicle on the property of another (this includes public property) without written permission. 

It is unlawful to operate a vehicle (this includes bicycles) upon any public property within the city watershed without obtaining the written permission of the public entity which is in possession of the property.

Any person must have in a written permission in his possession while operating any type of vehicle on any public or private property.

While on its face this may seem reasonable, it becomes a nightmare when you don’t know whether roads are public or private. The county has not developed a general road map for this part of the county (as many other counties have done in the state) and when pressed, the county planning department has told me that all the roads in my community of Silver Fork are private. If all the roads are private, then Chapter 17.04 applies and Ms. Briefer would be obligated to adhere to the ordinance of the department she works for. 

While this part of the ordinance has not been enforced by the PUD in the past, there is no reason to think that to further the anti-development fervor of the City Public Utilities Department for Big Cottonwood Canyon that it too might not be rigidly applied within the new planning commission. What better forum for the city to exert its control than the planning commission. 

In the past, the county planning department has toyed with the idea that since the roads in the canyons appear to be private, that it too would not issue a building permit unless permission was granted by all the land owners along a road leading to his property.

The way I see it, given her departments past practices of already severely limiting canyon development through strict interpretation its own ordinance on water, it makes no sense to provide a form for that department to do the same thing regarding road use. 

The same would apply to road standards within the current and proposed FCOZ. Any development in Big Cottonwood is nothing but a variance from the specified road standard. Given Ms. Briefer’s track record of enforcing ordinance to limit development, I think we know how she might be inclined to interpret a building permit request along an existing road. 

Given the track record of the Department of Public Utilities and Ms. Briefer’s participation in that record, it would seem impossible for her to do anything but to demand strict enforcement of the city and county codes regarding building permit application. I respectfully request you reject Ms. Briefer’s application to serve as a commissioner on the new Mountainous Planning District Planning Commission.

		Mr. Dave Robinson spoke under “Citizen Public Input” stating he opposed the nomination of Laura Briefer to the Mountainous Planning District Planning Commission.  Ms. Briefer is a Deputy Director of Salt Lake City Public Utilities and is not in a position to make unbiased decisions. He also opposed funding for the Mountain Accord.  Policies and procedures are already in place for the recommendations that have been made so there is no need for additional money.

		Mayor Ben McAdams stated while putting together the list of nominees, he tried to meet the Council’s legislative intent and form a planning commission with representation from across the spectrum. The listed nominees are a package so if the Council decides to take a different course of action with specific nominees, then he would like to review the list again to determine if other names need to be dropped or added. 

		Council Member DeBry stated he had concerns with not having any nominees from the west side. The list is underwhelming if the individuals are supposed to represent the totality of Salt Lake County. He recommended the list be revisited to make sure there is a more diverse group that better represents the geographical area of Salt Lake County. 

 		Council Member Wilson stated the nomination of individuals was a public process.  She actively sought people who she felt would be a good fit on this Planning Commission and invited them to submit applications.  She wondered if all Council Members did their due diligence to recruit people.  

	Mayor McAdams stated the goal is to increase public input to have more voices and opinions. Laura Briefer works for Salt Lake City Public Utilities - watershed and would create a close alignment and coordination early on in the process to avoid misunderstandings. Anyone on the commission who has a conflict will be expected to recuse themselves. One interest group should not be cut just because the County has not agreed on past opinions. If the Council wants to go in a different direction, then he wanted to review other nominees and withdraw some nominees who have been put forth.

	Council Member Jensen asked if a candidate’s term expired, the Council needed to find another candidate within the same organization to keep the balance. He asked how that the balance stayed intact without having a criteria applied to certain seats.  

	Mayor McAdams stated legislative intent from the Council is the criteria used to select nominees. Finding individuals who are willing to put in the time and effort is challenging. Of the 50 applications, only one was received from the west side of the valley. Legislative intent can be amended to state at least one member of the commission must be from the west side. If a person leaves and has specific knowledge in an area, then they would be replaced by another individual with similar knowledge.

	Council Member Jensen stated in the future he would like geographical diversity.

	Council Member Burdick asked if the seats were four-year terms. 

	Mayor McAdams stated the seats were staggered so the commission does not lose everyone at the same time. There is one, two, and three-year terms.

		Council Member DeBry asked if the Mayor or his staff reached out to all the cities, mayors and different people in the County to get nominations. 

		 Mayor McAdams stated he reached out to interest groups and asked for nominations.  He did not know where the nominees came from.

		Council Member Bradley stated the applicants are from all different walks of life and interests. If a commissioner has a conflict and has to recuse themselves, then the alternates can be available to discuss an issue. A good compromise would be to move Ms. Briefer from a three-year term to a one-year term to see how it goes.

		Council Member Snelgrove stated everyone is going to have a conflict of interest, but it is to what degree of conflict the Council is comfortable with. Ms. Briefer has a strong conflict with the influence of Salt Lake City water in Salt Lake County and in the canyons.

		Council Member Jensen stated he recognizes there will be conflicts; however, over thirty people have e-mailed their concerns. 

		Council Member Wilson stated the issue is that Salt Lake City have been an activist for canyon protection. Having a commissioner with that quality makes for a better canyon. Salt Lake City is just one entity in the complex equation; those who work for the resorts will have a certain amount of authority to do what they are going to do. The commission will operate with support of a lawyer to advise members on when to disclose a conflict and recuse themselves.

		Council Member Wilson, seconded by Council Member Bradshaw, moved to approve the nominees as recommended, but move Laura Briefer to a one-year term and Catherine Kanter to a three-year term. 

		Mr. Jason Rose, Legal Counsel, Council Office, stated the Mayor would have to agree to those terms. 

		Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member DeBry made a substitute motion to send the list back to the Mayor to consider changing the nomination of Laura Briefer. Council Member DeBry amended the motion to ask the Mayor to make an effort to nominate someone from the west side of the valley. Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment. 

		Mayor McAdams stated he wants a planning commission that can still move forward and a partial commission can move forward. Ms. Briefer is a strong candidate and if she is pulled then he will pull the nominations of the two employees of Snowbird and bring back three candidates.

		Council Member Jensen asked if the entire list had to be approved as a whole or if the Council could cut one nominee. 

		Mr. Rose stated the Council can take nominees one at a time, but the Mayor may withdraw any nominees up to the vote in the 4:00 pm Council meeting.

		Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member DeBry made a substitute motion to send the list back to the Mayor to consider changing the nomination of Laura Briefer. Council Member DeBry amended the motion to ask the Mayor to make an effort to nominate someone from the west side of the valley. Council Member Jensen accepted the amendment. Council Member Jensen amended the substitute motion to oppose the nomination of Laura Briefer, but keep all the other nominees.

		Mr. Rose asked the Mayor if he wanted to withdraw any names.

		Mayor McAdams stated if there is an objection to one individual because of a perceived potential conflict of interest, then he will withdraw the nominees who are employed with an entity that is frequently before the planning commission.

		Mr. Sim Gill, District Attorney, stated any vote the Council takes in the Committee of the Whole meeting is subject to modification by the Mayor up to the final vote.

		Council Member DeBry stated the vote will give the Mayor the opportunity to see what the Councils mindset is.

		Council Member Jensen, seconded by Council Member DeBry, made a substitute motion to oppose Laura Briefer being on the commission but keep all other nominees, advise the Mayor to make an effort to nominate someone from the west side and forward the recommendations to the 4:00 p.m. Council meeting for formal consideration. The motion passed 6 to 3 with Council Members Wilson, Bradshaw, and Bradley voting in opposition.

Mr. Delquadro stated when the Council talked about this item two weeks ago, it was believed the transfer would be approximately $45,000, which would take the transfer up to the 40 percent limit.  BRASS had a different revenue number, so consequently the transfer is $72,929 instead of the $45,000.

Office of Township Services

	Mr. David Delquadro, Chief Financial Manager, Council Office, pointed out the Council has made changes totaling -$134,538 in this fund.

Employee Compensation

	Mr. David Delquadro, Chief Financial Manager, Council Office, asked for clarification on the 3 percent pay increase.  He asked if it was the intent of the Council that this pay increase be applied to all County employees, or just to employees with a performance evaluation of 3 and higher.

	Council Member Newton stated it is good practice to just give the increase to employees who meet their job performance expectation.  Her intent when she voted for this increase was for employees who meet or exceed expectations on work performance and employees who are redlined.

	Council Member Newton moved that it was the intent of the Council to give the 3 percent pay increase to employees who meet or exceed job performance expectations and those employees who are redlined.

	Mr. Ralph Chamness, Deputy District Attorney, stated the County has an internal policy to only give salary increases to employees who meet performance expectations.  

	Council Member Bradshaw stated as he understood it, the pay increase was not called a merit increase.  The increase was referred to as a COLA to allow a pay increase for all employees.  If this increase is only given to employees who met their performance expectations, then the employees who did not would receive a reduction in pay.  

	Council Member Newton stated less than 1 percent of County employees do not meet performance expectations.  If pay increases are not tied to performance, then supervisors might become lax on their reviews and holding employees accountable.  

	Mr. Delquadro stated there was very little inflation for 2015; it would be more accurate to describe this pay increase as a market adjustment.  He did not want there to be any confusion in saying this was a COLA adjustment when it really was a market based increase.

	Council Member Jensen stated he thought this pay increase would apply to all employees due to the decrease of the 401(k) contribution. In the future, pay increases need to be given only to employees who meet or exceed performance expectations.  He did not want that to change.  Supervisors need this tool in order to hold employees accountable.

	Council Member Bradshaw stated in the long term, he agreed that merit increases should only be given to employees who meet performance expectations.  This year, it is different due to the 401(k) contribution reduction.  

	Council Member Newton stated the 3 percent increase could be given to employees who meet or exceed performance expectations.  Employees who did not meet the performance expectations could receive an increase of 1.5 percent, which would keep their pay whole.  It would also send the message that employees are expected to meet expectations. This is more about the message the Council is sending, not about money.

	Council Member Newton, seconded by Council Member Jensen, moved to give a 3 percent pay increase to employees who meet or exceed performance expectations.  Employees who do not meet performance expectations would receive a 1.5 percent increase.  The motion failed 4 to 4 with Council Members Jensen, Newton, Burdick, and DeBry voting in favor of the motion and Council Members Granato, Wilson, Bradshaw and Bradley voting in opposition to the motion.  

	Mr. Delquadro stated the presumption was that this increase would apply to all employees, so that is what will happen unless there is another vote.
