FORMER AGENDA ITEMS FOLLOW-UP – COMMISSIONERS

Fluor Construction – Chairman Summers

Chairman Summers stated an agreement is being made with Fluor Construction to use the fairgrounds in case of a labor dispute or as an evacuation location in case of inclement weather.

Attorney Stephen Hadfield stated he had some concerns with the current contract and would like clarification.  
PUBLIC HEARING/PROPOSED 2016 BUDGET – COMMISSIONERS/TOM KOTTER

Chairman Summers opened the public hearing at 11:40 a.m.

Auditor Tom Kotter gave a presentation regarding the 2016 Budget. He explained the budget process and the various aspects of the budget. He said the approval of the budget will be in two weeks at the next commission meeting. He highlighted some areas of the budget which included a two percent cost of living adjustment, a 7.18% increase in health insurance, $100,000 increase in uniform allowances, and a few new positions.

Chairman Summers commended Tom Kotter on the budget. He commended the county employees for their hard work and dedication to make things work smoothly for the county.  
Commissioner Hadfield agreed with Chairman Summers and thanked the departments for trying their best to keep costs down.
Commissioner Scott stated there has been a lot of work done by the elected officials and department heads to make a difference. The county has a rainy day fund but they need to look to the future to keep the county in good shape. 

Chairman Summer asked for comments from those in attendance.

DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City said the budget is unacceptable. The county continues to increase in size and cost. She feels the economic development department should be eliminated, the Bookmobile needs to go, and the full time weed employee should be a seasonal part-time job. She stated a vote for the budget is a vote to destroy our families. 
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to close the public hearing regarding the 2016 Proposed Budget. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and the hearing was closed. 
ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT BRMH – REED ERNSTROM


Reed Ernstrom, Director of Bear River Mental Health, presented the annual financial report for Bear River Mental Health.  He said there were not any significant audit findings or issues.  He said there is currently $47,000 in reserves in Box Elder County. 
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the annual financial report of the Bear River Mental Health Department.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

2016 WILDLAND FIRE BUDGET/CONTRACT #15-39 – BLAIN HAMP

Department of Natural Resources Area Manager Blain Hamp presented the 2016 Wildland Fire Budget and contract. He stated the contract is basically the same as prior years. The total budget is $489,432.   

MOTION: Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve Contract #15-39 and accept the 2016 Wildland Fire Budget. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.

BRIGHAM CITY SENIOR CENTER UPDATE – NANCY GREEN

Brigham City Senior Center Director Nancy Green stated the senior center serves all of southern Box Elder County, providing services for the senior citizens in the county. Last year the senior center serviced 1,619 individuals through meals on wheels, counseling, recreation, computer education, job resources, and mental health. They started to log in volunteer hours last year and are proud to report there were over 20,196 hours given by the volunteers.  She thanked the commissioners for helping with Meals on Wheels and for their support of their programs.  
Commissioner Hadfield stated it was a good experience to see all the volunteers and good people in the community when he helped with the Meals on Wheels program.

Commissioner Scott thanked Nancy Green and the volunteers for all they do to provide great services for the senior citizens in the communities.
Chairman Summers commended the volunteers and the senior center for everything they do.
BOX ELDER COUNTY TOURISM COUNCIL YEARLY REPORT – JOAN HAMMER

Tourism Director Joan Hammer gave the annual report for the tourism council. She introduced some of the board members in attendance and thanked the board for their support and hard work.
She thanked the commission and Rebecca Dilg for their support. She highlighted some of the TTAB grant programs and different events which brought tourism to the county.  Ms. Hammer stated they are working on a project for 2016, which is the Yellowstone Loop Tour; it is a bus tour to Yellowstone National Park.  Three or four times per month the buses will stop in Box Elder County and the people will be staying in local hotels and eating at local restaurants.  They are working with the LDS Business College to create a broader social media web presence.
REPORT OF FOOD SENSE NUTRITION EDUCATION PROGRAM – ANN HENDERSON

Ann Henderson of USU Extension explained the Food Sense Nutrition Education Program is run by a grant and helps educate lower income families in the county with education regarding nutrition. It helps teach skills on how to make a food budget last throughout the month and teaches families to cook and eat nutritious meals at home together as a family.

Chairman Summers stated he appreciates what they are doing. It is a good program and helps keep other problems from happening.

MARBLE HILLS SUBDIVISION SPEED LIMIT – BILL GILSON

Road Supervisor Bill Gilson said they received a request to study the bus route and speed limit in the Marble Hills Subdivision. The sheriff’s office did a speed study on the east and west entrance to the subdivision. There are a little over one hundred children living in the area and there is steepness to the roads and several curves.  He recommended the speed limit be posted at 25 mph.  
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to set the speed limit at 25 mph in the Marble Hills Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
ORDINANCE #416 CHAPTER 4-3, PUD – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons explained Ordinance #416 makes changes to Chapter 4-3 of the Land Use Management & Development Code.  It removes the PUD (Planned Unit Development) requirements and amends other sections that refer to planned unit developments.  The current verbiage is not applicable for the county’s rural area.  The planning commission held a public hearing and one resident expressed an opinion on behalf of a developer.  
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Ordinance #416 regarding Chapter 4-3, Planned Unit Developments. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

ORDINANCE #417/CHAPTER 6-1, SUBDIVISIONS TEXT AMENDMENT – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons explained Ordinance #417 amends the text in Chapter 6-1 of the Land Use Management & Development Code.  It reduces some steps for subdivisions and minor modifications to definitions. 

MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve Ordinance #417 amending text to Chapter 6-1. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.

TYLER HARRISON SUBDIVISION

County Planner Scott Lyons explained the Tyler Harrison Subdivision is a one-lot subdivision located in the West Corinne area. The plat has been through all the necessary department reviews and is ready for approval.  

MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Tyler Harrison Subdivision. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
INDIGENT BURIAL REQUEST – BRAVO FAMILY

Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg explained the circumstances of the indigent burial. She said the county has typically paid $500 for indigent burials.
Commissioner Scott asked if there was a death benefit received from social security. He also expressed concerns that the agreements with the funeral homes may need to be updated.  
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve up to $500.00 for the indigent burial of Jose Bravo. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
FOREST SERVICE CONTRACT #15-38 – SHERIFF POTTER/CHIEF DEPUTY WARD

Chief Deputy Sheriff Dale Ward explained the forest service contract establishes an MOU with the forest service for reimbursement of services.
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve Contract # 15-38 with the Forest Service. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.

APPOINT BRWD BOARD MEMBERS – VONEENE JORGENSEN

Bear River Water Conservancy District General Manager Voneene Jorgensen stated there is a need to appoint trustees from the following areas: Corinne/Bear River, Honeyville/Deweyville, and Tremonton/Garland/Elwood. The current terms expire at the end of December. The terms are for four years. Proper notice was given in the News Journal, The Leader, and the Public Notice Website.  Four letters were received.  She gave the names to the commission for consideration.  

MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to appoint Charles Holmgren for the Corinne/Bear River area, Dave Forsgren for the Honeyville/Deweyville area, and Roger Fridal for the Tremonton/Garland/Elwood area with terms expiring December 31, 2019.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.  

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City said she believes the senior center should be run by the private sector. She feels tourism is an unconstitutional tax and the Utah State University Extension Program should be run by the private sector and religious organizations.  She stated we should reduce the size of government. She quoted some scriptures and told the commissioners the people will have to wait on the Lord because the leaders aren’t listening.
