
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD DECEMBER 28, 2015 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Jerry Lisonbee and Mike Casper with the Road Department, Landfill Director Hal Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Mr. Lisonbee reported that the Road Department is shorthanded and has been doing odds and ends such as cleaning the shop.  

Mr. Giles reported that the trucks from Wasatch County have been freezing up so they have been in and out of their shop since it’s heated.  They are close to being done with recyclables. 
Opening And Consideration Of Sealed Bids For Arena Equipment
Mr. Lisonbee stated that the equipment is for the outdoor arena, but they didn’t get any bids.  He solicited bids from IFA, Powder River, and Prefert.  He recommends going with Prefert because what they have will match what we have now to give us the ability to hook everything up.
Consideration Of Revisions Made To The Relocation Package & Policy

Attorney Allred stated that his concern liability wise is that we treat someone differently, so we need to be consistent and fair.  We need to keep track of each one of these so decisions can be based off of what has been done.  The amounts could change from year to year depending on the budget.  Chairman Winterton stated that this should only be offered from the Human Resource Director or Commission.  Commissioner Todd motioned to adopt the revisions made to the Relocation Package and Policy as presented.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
