Others in attendance:  Colleen Allen, Sharon Torgerson, Gaelynn Peterson, Ben Jackson, Johanna Wilson, Michelle Coleman,  Bob Littlehale, Nycole Durfey, Cory Anderson, Gilbert Hunt, 
LeEllen McCartney – Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen reported on the Justice Court jury trial that took place last Friday.  LeEllen stated that District Court Law and Motion is this Wednesday.  LeEllen has been working on the Personnel Policy and Procedure manual and would like to get it adopted as soon as possible.  
Michelle Coleman – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Michelle reported that she would be taking time off the rest of the year for doctor visits.  She had a question about her budget and her position being cut.  She wants to know if her accrued vacation would go away if she terminated.  The vacation time would be paid out if she terminates and if she stays employed, she can use the time until it is gone.
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported that the Wayne County Office of Tourism will be involved with 2 episodes of At Your Leisure.  Nycole presented some names for the Travel Council Board for consideration.  Bicknell has not had an active member for awhile now and she has a couple of names for Bicknell.  Nycole reported that visitation to Capitol Reef National Park for 2015 is at 974,467. This is a big increase over last year.
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon doesn’t have anything to report today.

Gaelynn Peterson – Extension Service – met with the Commissioners.  Gaelynn reported on the things that she accomplished in 2015.  She received some grant funding for some projects involving the youth in the County.   

Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that the collection rate is about 96% which is really good.  Colleen is going to advertise the delinquent list next week.  
There was discussion on the Western Freedom Festival.  Commissioner Harward moved to reimburse the County the $1,000 that was spent on the Western Freedom Festival.  The Commissioners will personally pay back the $1,000.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Wood announced the budget hearing for the Wayne County General Fund was opened.  Ryan Torgerson – Clerk/Auditor – outlined the budget to those present.  Total Revenues are $2,693,248 and Total Expenditures are $2,693,248. Bob Littlehale noted that Law Enforcement and Emergency Services are approximately 33% of the budget.  Ben Jackson commented on the swimming pool 
budget.  Ben is disappointed that his request has been cut back and feels that it will jeopardize the future of the pool. There were no other comments.  Commissioner Harward moved to adopt Resolution 12-21-15, 2016 General Fund Budget.  Commissioner Wood closed the budget hearing for the Wayne County General Fund.
Commissioner Wood announced the budget hearing for Sanitation Special Service District was opened.  Ryan Torgerson, County Clerk/Auditor, summarized the budget.  Total Revenues and Expenses are $444,595.  It was noted that fees were increased in 2015 and less State PILT had to be put into the Sanitation District for 2016. Commissioner Harward moved to adopt Resolution 12-21-15-2, 2016 Sanitation Special Service District Budget.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Wood announced the budget hearing for the Wayne County Sanitation Special Service District was closed.
Commissioner Wood announced the Special Service District #1 Budget Hearing was opened.  Gilbert Hunt – Board Chair – presented the budget.  Gilbert commented on the revenues of the district.  The budget consists mainly of Mineral Lease revenue.  Gilbert also commented on the expenditures.  For 2016, there is no money budgeted for requests from other entities.  Only Fire, Wildland Fire Fund, Dispatch, Audit, Parks and Administration were budgeted. Commissioner Blackburn moved to adopt Resolution 12-21-15-3, 2016 Wayne County Special Service District #1 budget.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Wood announced the hearing for Special Service District #1 was closed.
Commissioner Wood announced the budget hearing for Wayne County Special Service District #3 was opened.  Budget was presented by County Auditor. Total 
Revenues and Expenditures are $108,397.  Special Service District #3 will be used to fund the Fire Department and to provide matching funds for grant applications such as CIB grants.  No comments were received from those present. Commissioner Blackburn moved to adopt Resolution 12-21-15-4, Wayne County Special Service District #3 budget.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Wood announced the budget hearing for Wayne County Special Service District #3 was closed.

Next on the agenda is the bid opening for the Sunglow Road Rip Rap project.  3 bids were received.  Harward & Rees bid $18,000. Jackson Excavation bid $11,700.  Brown Brothers Construction bid was $13,350.  Commissioner Harward moved to award the bid to Jackson Excavation.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented along with the in lieu of insurance payment to Commissioner Wood.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on Resolution 12-21-15-5, Budget Amendment Resolution. The General Fund was amended for the Airport project and Donation Revenue for the County Fair.  Also, the B Road fund was amended for revenue received from Bicknell and Lyman Towns for Chip sealing roads in the Towns.  Commissioner Harward moved to adopt Resolution 12-21-15-5.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on a Search and Rescue document that needs to be signed by the Commission and the County Attorney.  Commissioner moved to sign the agreement.  Commissioner seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on an agreement between the Forest Service and the County Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Harward moved to sign the agreement.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to go to closed session to discuss litigation.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Wood announced the closed session was over.  

Commissioner Blackburn moved to fund the Public Defender $4,700.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. 

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned. 
Meeting was adjourned at 12:30 pm.
