Others in attendance:  Rhett Jeffery, Jeri Johnson, Ben Jackson, Kurt Taylor, Colleen Allen, Sharon Torgerson, Rex Griffiths, Johanna Wilson, Laura Billie, 
LeEllen McCartney – Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen reported on the manslaughter case.  There is going to be extra costs associated with the case for indigent defense.  There was other discussion on the case.  LeEllen reported that there is a jury trial in the Justice Court this Friday.  LeEllen reported that some dinosaur bones were taken from the quarry by Hanksville and the suspects are being prosecuted.
Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett reported that the crew is busy grading in the Hanksville, Cainville area and will be for about another month.  Rhett is going to the Sunglow campground for a show me tour of a rip rap project on the road to the campground.  Commissioner Harward stated that Brian Barton with Jones & DeMille can get some money to work on  the Fish Lake cutoff road. 
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri plans to submit a Community Development Block Grant application for the purchase of an ambulance. Jeri talked about the need for NIMS training in the County.  It is required to receive Federal Homeland Security grant money.  Some of the County employees have had it but many do not.  Jeri will be notifying the departments of the requirement.  Run Pay and Pager time has been submitted for November and December.  
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported on Assessor school.  Sharon shared information about mediation and initial hearings for State appeals.  
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen shared collection numbers with the Commissioners.  Collections are at 96% right now which is good.  And 138,220 for Sanitation. 
Kurt Taylor – Sheriff – met with the Commissioners.  Kurt reported that the 2 new reserve employees will begin POST on January 2nd.  Kurt reported on Shop with a Cop that happened over the weekend.  5 children from our area were taken shopping and Kurt stated that it turned out good.  Kurt reported that signs for Teasdale should be installed in the next week or two.  
Commissioner Blackburn moved to go to closed session to discuss personnel.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced the closed session was over.  No action was taken in the session.

Laura Billie met with the Commissioners to discuss the use of a County facility to operate a spa and hair salon.  She has been looking at other options but cannot find an affordable alternative.  Commissioner Harward stated that the Central Utah Counseling Center has moved the Mental Health office into the building that they are asking about.

Colleen Allen, representing Reed Fogg, met with the Commissioners to get approval on a minor subdivision.  It has been approved by the Planning & Zoning Commission and it is recommended that it be approved by the County Commission. Commissioner Harward moved to approve the subdivision.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Harward moved to pay the 18 firemen that responded to the tanker rollover incident a stipend of $540.00 each.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to do away with County owned cell phones and pay a $35.00 stipend to those that the Department Head / Elected Official recommends receive it. They will have until February 1st to make the change. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
