Others in attendance:  Jeri Johnson, Michelle Coleman, Nycole Durfey, Ben Jackson, Gordon Ellett, Mary Smith, Dick Pace, Becky Pace, Ken Brown, 
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri needs to get a new ambulance next year.  There was discussion on the funding that might be available for a new ambulance.  

Michelle Coleman – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Michelle reported that she has met with Howard and Cherie Blackburn about business of the year.  Michelle reported on the Bike path project.  The County was awarded a $50,000 grant for the Bike Path project and it is supposed to be spent before the end of the year.  It is a matching grant and the County needs to have $50,000 available to match it.  It is unknown whether or not the $50,000 was ever approved by the Special Service District.
Ryan Torgerson – Clerk/Auditor – met with the Commissioners.  Ryan updated the Commissioners on the current financial condition of the County.  Compared to last year, the amount of cash is down about $400,000.  The County’s reserves are to a point that something needs to be done to increase the reserves.  Ryan shared some ideas that might help increase revenue such as selling any equipment or surplus the County might have.  Also, making sure that people are being charged for copies and other services the County provides.  Expenses also need to be looked at and phones is one area where money could probably be saved.  Travel is another area that needs to be looked at.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer/Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that there is grant money available for Corner Monumentation.  An 
Ordinance is needed to apply for the grant money and it will be advertised so that the Ordinance can be adopted next meeting.
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported on the Trails and Map project.  There are a couple of Board members that work with maps all the time and they are going to help with it.  Nycole reported that Grand Circle meetings are coming up.  There was discussion on Dark Sky designation.  

Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported that she will be attending Assessor’s school next month.  She needs to have CEU hours each year to keep up on her certification.   

Gordon Ellett met with the Commissioners to discuss open burning.  Gordon has been burning and the Fire Marshall is telling him that he can’t burn.  Gordon was given a copy of the current State rule on open burning.  The dates for open burning 
in Wayne County are March 1st through May 1st and September 15th through 
November 15th.  A permit is required for all open burning except for some exceptions for Horticulture and Agricultural concerns.  

Ammon and Tifanie Oakley had an appointment but did not show up.

Richard and Becky Pace met with the Commissioners to discuss a County Road in Teasdale.  Lucy Osborn has fenced the road and it is an historic road right of way that the Paces have been using for a very long time.  The County Attorney will right a letter to Lucy stating that the road can be gated but the gates cannot be locked since it has been used for years.  

Ken Brown – Western Counties Alliance – met with the Commissioners to update them on some current issues.  PILT was discussed.  Also, Also, SRS was re-authorized for 2016 and 2017.  There was discussion on Sage Grouse. The Sage Grouse was not listed as threatened and endangered specie but will be managed as such. Wild Horse and Burro numbers continue to be a problem for some jurisdictions because of high numbers of animals.  Plans for disposal are being worked on but have not gone very far.  The Clean Water Act was also discussed.
Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
