Others in attendance:  Rhett Jeffery, Michelle Coleman, Jeri Johnson, Colleen Allen, Sharon Torgerson, Ben Jackson, Nycole Durfey, Julie Howard, Kurt Taylor, Cory Anderson, Bob Littlehale, Kevin Bunnell, Richard Hepworth, Gary Bezzant, 
There was discussion on a gift for the UAC convention next month. Some of the suggestions were: A quilt from Rabbit Valley Quilters, a stay at one of the motels in the County, a quarter collecting frame from Paul Brown, a half a beef.  
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  

Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported that she has been in the Notom area working on re-appraisal.  She has finished the Notom area and is going to be working on new growth.
Michelle Coleman – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners. Michelle would like to know what the status is on the Short Term rentals.  Colleen reported that it is still being worked on.

Rhett Jeffery – Road Supervisor – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett is headed to the Caineville area to deal with flooded out roads.  
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole attended the Tourism Conference last week and would like to have a speaker come and meet with all of the Town Mayors and the Commissioners and other Community leaders.  Nycole has been working on COOP projects and plans to give the brochure a facelift.  Next Travel Council Board meeting is Wednesday the 28th.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that it has been a very busy weekend again.  
Russ Cowley and Emory Polelonema – Six County Association of Governments – met with the Commissioners to review the CIB listing.  They would also like to talk about the County Resource Management plan.  The CIB list was reviewed.  It was discussed that a CDBG application training is scheduled and is required to apply.  
There was discussion on the County’s Resource Management planning.  There will be a meeting on it that Russ invited the Commissioners to.  Russ reported that the legislature is working on getting money appropriated for the planning but it will take a session of the legislature to make it happen so the money will not come until next year.  
Kevin Bunnell, Richard, Hepworth and Gary Bezzant – Division of Wildlife Resources – met with the Commissioners.  There was discussion on the Boulder Mountain sport fish management plan.   There was also discussion on the Bicknell Bottoms Wildlife Management Area.  There was discussion on the property that the DWR owns.  The DWR has had requests to graze the property and the DWR wonders how the Commission feels about it.  There are plans to burn some of the area.  They would like to come back next January or February and discuss this further. 
There was discussion on a Memorandum of Understanding with the Forest Service. Commissioner Blackburn moved to sign the MOUs with the Fish Lake and the Dixie National Forests.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on the Animal Ordinance.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to take no action on the Animal Ordinance.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to go to closed session.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that the closed session was over.  No action was taken in the session.

There was discussion on a Board of Equalization appeal.  Bliss Brinkerhoff was given 20 days to respond to a request for more information and has returned an appraisal report showing a value on ag buildings of $13,000 and the County has the buildings valued at $29,200.  Commissioner Harward moved to accept the appraised value of $13,000 on Bliss Brinkerhoff’s Ag buildings.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on a contract with the Forest Service.  Commissioner Harward moved to sign the contract.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on setting a value on the Public lands in the County.  

There was discussion on contracting with Carolyn Moosman to help with new growth.  Commissioner Harward moved to contract with Carolyn at $20 per hour upon approval of the agreement by the County Attorney.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
