Others in attendance:  Sharon Torgerson, Jeri Johnson, Colleen Allen, Nycole Durfey, Ben Jackson, Laurie Dillenbeck, Bekkah Petree, Niles Hageman, Annie Bloom, Diane Borgerding, Bill Wells, 
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon has been asked to assess the value of BLM, Forest Service, and other public lands in Utah and she would like to have a little more direction on it.  The Commissioners gave her contact information for Brian Bremner from Garfield County who might have more information.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that it was a busy weekend.  There was a Search and Rescue mission to Horseshoe Canyon and several runs on the ambulance.  There was also a homicide in Fremont. Jeri would like to discuss a part time helper for her office.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Mauri Parsons called Colleen and reported that a group of people in the Torrey – 
Teasdale – Grover area want to air some stuff on the County’s TV system. Mauri is 
in favor of it and Colleen would like to know how the Commissioners feel about it.  The Commissioners would like to know more about what they are going to air. Colleen reported that Senator Okerlund is working on a bill that would appropriate $100,000 to be distributed to the Counties for Corner Monumentation.  There will be a requirement that the County pass an Ordinance and set up a Monument Preservation Fund in the General Fund to track the money.

Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported that the Tourism conference is this week.  Visitation for the month of September was 6,647 and 27,077 for the year. This is a huge increase over last year.  
Bekkah Petree and Lauri Dillenbeck met with the Commissioners.  They are here to report on the use of the Multipurpose building at the County Fairgrounds and to discuss a fee for the use of the building.  Commissioner Harward moved to charge $3 per month per child for use of the building.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Annie Bloom and Niles Hageman met with the Commissioners to discuss garbage pickup at their house.  
Diane Borgerding met with the Commissioners to ask for their support for the Angel Tree and the Senior project that she has been doing the last few years. Last year, she was granted $900 and this year she is asking for $700 this year. Commissioner Harward moved to donate $500 for the Angel Tree and Senior project.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Bill Wells met with the Commissioners to discuss the possibility of taking the tires from the Hanksville landfill for recycling and in turn putting debris back into the landfill. 
There was discussion on Resolution 10-5-2015, A Resolution of appointment of a Wayne County representative and an alternate representative for the Utah Counties Indemnity Pool Annual Membership Meeting.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to appoint Ryan Torgerson the official representative and Newell Harward the alternate representative.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on the School Board Voted Local Levy Election that is being run by the County Clerk’s Office.  The Wayne County School District wanted it to be known that they are paying all costs of the election and providing return postage even though it is not required.  

There was discussion on a Memorandum of Understanding with the Forest Service. 
Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the September 21st meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the September 28th meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Newell Harward moved to retract previous motion on Gerald Langton’s appeal and value the property at $800.00 per acre.  Dennis Blackburn seconded the motion.  Commissioner Blackburn and Commissioner Harward voting in favor.  Commissioner Wood abstained from voting.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
