LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen discussed the Dog Ordinance that she is working on.  LeEllen also reported on the Short Term Rental Ordinance.  She has scheduled a meeting tomorrow with Pam Dupuy to further discuss her concerns.
Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett reported that 2 graders are working in the Caineville area.  The chip sealing is done and the roads will get striped this week.  Rhett asked about putting reduced speed signs up in Teasdale.  It will cost about $3,000 for Rhett to put the signs up.  Rhett has been getting calls from Kay Hickman about the bridge that crosses the river going to his property.  Rhett stated that it is not a County road.  
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  

Michelle Coleman – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Michelle reported on the Wayne Theatre.  She was able to help get some digital equipment from an old theatre.  Michelle reported that the ASAP team will be here at 10:00 to report on the ASAP project.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that all of the sanitation fees have been updated.  Colleen is working with the AGRC to update our parcel layer.

Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported on a documentary project that she is working on.  Nycole is working on a Utah Office of Tourism COOP grant application.  Visitation to the area is up. All of the motels were full over the weekend.  There was discussion on TRT taxes and how they can be used.  There was a program on the County Seat that talked about TRT taxes.  

Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri has had 10 calls in 7 days and she is overwhelmed with it.  Jeri would like some time to visit with the Commissioners.  Jeri has a write off request for an ambulance bill.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to deny the request.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Don Albrecht reported to the Commissioners on the purpose of ASAP and the outcome of the program in Wayne County.  200 surveys were received by the committee and processed.  A logo will be created and some kind of Organizational structure formed that will own the logo and manage the program.  Commissioner Harward moved to accept the report from the ASAP committee and formalize the ASAP process.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Harward moved to approve for payment the vouchers submitted except for the Invoice to Iron County for the Western Freedom Festival. It needs to be adjusted to $1,000 instead of $2,000.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on a water study that is being worked on by Jones and DeMille Engineering.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to not be involved in the water study with Torrey Town and Teasdale Water District. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
