1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER

2) CAPITOL FACILITIES ROAD STUDY – Jones & DeMille
Mike Hawley and Eric Major discussed with Council a Transportation Master Plan. In having this plan done, future subdivisions, and growth in Ballard will show the need for new roadways, road improvements, etc. Mike Hawley stated that CIB is giving funding for these types of studies because it benefits the future plan of cities. Mike Hawley suggested that a subcommittee and them get together to go over suggestions from Ballard to be incorporated into the study. Kaelyn discussed with Council Members the pros and cons of her findings, and based on her research and recommendations she suggested to council to use Municipal Codes Online. They are a Salt Lake based company and are willing to come speak with the Council about what they do. Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked to have Secretary Kaelyn Meyers contact them and ask to attend our next meeting.
