3) ORDINANCE CODIFICATION – Kimball Clark
Kimball Clark from Municipal Codes Online (MCO) was in attendance to discuss with Council the benefits of using their company for our ordinance codification.
Kimball said that their program would allow Ballard’s Town Recorder/Clerk to codify ordinances, and publish online for the public to see.  Kimball advised that if they are retained, MCO offers an initial codification for a onetime fee of approximately $3000 that would start the process, regardless of how many pages of ordinances that need to be codified.  After the initial codification there will be an annual hosting fee of $2300 for 1 year, $1500 for 3 year or $1300 for a 5 year contract, which includes all necessary training and any questions or help.
