· Council Member Mark Reidhead suggested to Council to ask for some bids to design the sidewalk landscaping.  Council Members agreed and thought that was a good idea.
· Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked Eric Major to do an impact analysis on the road 3500 east heading south. This is where a proposed oil well site is wanting to access.
4) RECYCLE BINS – Dustin Redmond 

Council Member Mark Reidhead said that he has spoken with Mark Kettle of K&K Sanitation and that Mark said that he would not allow recycle bins due to Ballard City’s contract with K&K.  Dustin Redmond said that his interpretation of the contract states that Ballard City cannot enter any other written contract or agreement. Dustin Redmond stated that he is not asking for Ballard to sign any contract. Dustin Redmond stated that he too had spoken with K&K and they were not opposed to having the recycle cans in the parks.
Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked Dustin to bring a letter signed from Mark Kettle stating that it is ok for him to haul recycle, and that would be acceptable for Council.
5) EP ENERGY OIL WELL CONCEPT – J. VanTassell
Jay VanTassell was in attendance regarding a well site to be located south of Hwy 40 on 2500 east, and just east of the Gary Huntsman Subdivision.  Jay VanTassell brought in a preliminary plat, and understands that they will need a CUP.  There were other concerns regarding the Well being placed right in the middle of a commercial zone. Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked if they could possibly move the well to the east more.  Jay said that he is not sure but will look into that. Council Member Lloyd Meacham told Jay VanTassell that they would need to pave 300 ft. if a dirt road is used for access off of Hwy 40. There was a discussion regarding access into the well and it was suggested that they use access off Hwy 40. Secretary Kaelyn Meyers was asked to place on the next agenda for Planning and Zoning meeting in July where they will come with a concept plan.
6) NEW COMMERCIAL BUSINESS – Wayne Clayburn
Wayne Clayburn was in attendance proposing a fabrication and welding shop at a building behind Swains Electric Company.  Wayne Clayburn stated that this would be a temporary situation until he could get into his own building. Council Members were reassured by Wayne Clayburn that he will abide by anything the council requests, including a CUP.  Mayor Bob Abercrombie suggested for Wayne to apply for a CUP.
7) COMMERCIAL CONCEPT – Mark Hicken
Mark Hicken said that he has had 2 companies approach him to build on his property just off Hwy 40 at 3500 E.  One is a gas station/convenience store.  The other would sell cargo/camp trailers on a temporary basis to see how it would work out.  Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that before that could happen he would first need to go through the subdivision process.  A discussion was held regarding the zoning and trailer sales are permitted in the c2 and c3 that is currently zoned.
8) UBATC CHANGES – Mark Reidhead
Council Member Mark Reidhead said that he attended a meeting with UBATC regarding the building of the new Union High School.  He said that as a part of the changes in place for UBATC that they are wanting to build a 6 ft. wrought iron fence around new truck driving course.  The driving course will be moved to the east from its current location, and will be on 1500 east.  Chairman Mark Redmond stated that the school would need to angle the corner or lower the height to accommodate Ballard City’s ordinances for traffic safety issues.

Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated that the E&P well to be located East of the Huntsman Subdivision on Max Rasmussen’s property will need to come off of Hwy 40, and suggests that a solid fence be placed around the well as part of the conditions.
