1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll.  Those in attendance were Council Members Lloyd Meacham, John Plant, Mark Reidhead and Secretaries Kaelyn Meyers and Anissa McDonald.  Council Member Tom Nordstrom was excused from this meeting.
· Prayer – Lloyd Meacham
· Pledge of Allegiance – Was said by all in attendance.
· Conflicts of Interests -- All Council Members who have a conflict with any item on the agenda please state concern.

2) SPRING CLEAN UP REVIEW – K&K Sanitation
Mark Kettle was in attendance to discuss the spring cleanup.  Mark Kettle said that K&K Sanitation hauled 20.43 tons of garbage (55 truckloads) and 1.5 semi loads were taken to the Uintah County landfill @ $350 per load, and including wages and the backhoe use at $50 per hour with 5 hours used total is bill is $1675.00.
3) RECYCLE BINS – Dustin Redmond 

Mark Kettle stated that he would like to stay with the current contract that K&K Sanitation has with Ballard, and doesn’t like the idea of the recycling business.
4) SHOPKO SIGNAGE – Chris Wrobel
Nate Letchenburg is requesting a variance for the size of the sign. Council Members all agreed to allow the sign as it has been presented with the only exception being is to take the name “Roosevelt” off of the sign and replace it with Ballard. 

Motion made by Council Member Lloyd Meacham to accept the sign with the change from Roosevelt to Ballard, 2nd by Council Member John Plant.  All in favor.

5) UBATC DRIVING RANGE – Lynn Walker
Lynn Walker discussed with Council Members that the Schools plan for the new truck driving course includes a 6 ft. sidewalk and a metal fence that will be 6 ft. high around the area.  On the corner of Lagoon Street and 1500 East they will take 60 ft. of the corner away making it angle, so when stopping at 1500 east from Lagoon street you will be able to see south on 1500 east. 
Lynn stated that the project should be completed about the middle of October.  

Lynn said that he will be in contact with Public Works Director Ben Mower regarding finishing the drain on Lagoon Street.
Motion made by Council Member Lloyd Meacham to accept site plan for the new UBATC Driving Range, 2nd by Council Member Mark Reidhead.  All in favor.
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6) TEMPORARY RV TRAILER HOME – Kim Weber
Not in attendance

7) B’S CONVENIENCE STORE INFRASTRUCTURE – Kevin Perry
Kevin Perry asked about the subdivision improvements. He indicated that our Ordinances state the road back into the subdivision must be completed before a building permit can be issued.  Matt Hansen offered a performance bond so they can start building to guarantee the improvements.
Motion by Council Member Lloyd Meacham to accept the performance bond so B’s Convenience Store can begin construction, 2nd by Council Member John Plant.  All in favor.
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8) 3500 E. ROAD IMPACT ANALYSIS – Eric Majors
3500 E. Impact Analysis -- The project on 3500 east will include asphalt cores 6 times down the road running subgrade (depth), and will recommend to the City what needs to be done for that type of traffic. Cost will be approximately $2000.

Sidewalk Project -- Eric Majors with Jones and DeMille Engineering said that the price for the construction engineering for the Ballard sidewalk project came in at $17,500 for 6 weeks of work.
Eric has suggested to put a bid out to landscapers for landscaping on the Hwy 40 project as well.
9) TAX RATE SUMMARY APPROVAL – Kaelyn Meyers
Secretary Kaelyn Meyers presented Mayor Bob Abercrombie with the new tax rate summary.

Motion made by Council Member Mark Reidhead to accept the tax rate summary for the 2015/16 fiscal year, 2nd by Council Member Lloyd Meacham.  All in favor.
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10) ORDINANCE REVIEW – 

·      Title 3, Municipal Procedures
Motion made by Council Member John Plant to approve Municipal Procedures as read, 2nd by Council Member Mark Reidhead.  All in favor.
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11) PUBLIC INPUT-
· R & R Propane -- Kelly Smith with R&R propane wants to buy property to the east of where their business is currently located (approximately 5.2 acres) to expand the business.  Kelly said that he needs a place to put more tanks and said that they would be on the back of the new property.  Kelly also asked if it is not zoned for that use if he can rezone that property.  Mayor Bob Abercrombie said he will look into it and will contact Kelly directly.
· Gas Lease -- John Maurer from Turner Petroleum Land Services discussed with Council Members about a gas lease on BWID property.  John Maurer said that it is a small piece of land (.0115 acres) and the royalty would be approximately 3/16 % with a signing bonus of $400.  Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked Mr. Maurer to attend the next Water Board meeting on July 21, 2015 and discuss the matter to them.
12) WATER BOARD UPDATE – Chairman Mark Reidhead
Chairman Mark Reidhead said a discussion was held regarding victory pipeline and that the Water Board was presented with 3 options to get the water to Ballard. Those options will be discussed in further detail at a later date.

13) OFFICE / PROJECTS REPORT
· Public Works Director Ben Mower discussed the fees for our engineers to review site plans and that it would be best to pass that fee onto the developer.  Council Members agree and asked Ben to find a fair fee to charge.
· Council Member Lloyd Meacham asked Ben Mower if he could fix the edge of the road on 3500 east to accommodate resident’s garbage cans. Residents now have to place the cans in the roadway therefore blocking one lane of traffic. 
· Ben Mower said that Roosevelt Police Department contacted him regarding a class D road in Ballard up south of 1000 S. on 2500 E. They are wondering if it is a possibility to repair the holes and ruts in the road so that they can get Police vehicles in there to help eliminate kids from parting in that area.  Council Members gave approval for Ben to fill in the holes on the road.
14) REVIEW & CORRECT MINUTES – 
· June 2, 2015
Motion made by Council Member Lloyd Meacham to accept the minutes of June 2, 2015 as corrected, 2nd by Council Member John Plant.  All in favor.
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15) FOLLOW-UP ON PAST MINUTES
· Council Member Lloyd Meacham asked if there has been any communication regarding the Church on 1500 east run by Phillip Harmston.  Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that it doesn’t appear that they have been holding Church services there at this time.
· Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that Mark Hicken would need to go through the subdivision process before he can sell or lease any property on 3500 E. Hwy 40.
16) MAYOR’S REPORT
1) Mayor Bob Abercrombie addressed the drainage problems by Vertical Tanks on Hwy 40 stating that during the last rain storm the water came down the road and crossed Hwy 40.
2) Council Members talked about businesses that are being ran out of the storage units at Extreme Storage.

3) Mayor Bob Abercrombie said he will go talk to Cardwell Distributing about paving their road, and said to contact Officer Mark Cornaby about siting Tapia’s for not having current business license and non-compliance with their CUP.

Council Member John Plant – Nothing to report on at this time.

Mayor Bob Abercrombie and Council member Mark Reidhead had a brief discussion about what would need to be purchased to enable Ballard to pave its roads.
