MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call –  Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance were, Council Members Mark Reidhead, Tom Nordstrom, Lloyd Meacham, John Plant.  Secretaries Kaelyn Meyers and Anissa McDonald.
· Prayer – Mark Reidhead
· Pledge of Allegiance – Was said by all in attendance.
· Conflicts of Interests -- All Council Members who have a conflict with any item on the agenda please state concern.
2) B’s CONVENIENCE STORE SIGNAGE – Kevin Perry
Kevin Perry is in attendance requesting a variance for the height of the sign to be placed at the B’s convenience store.  The ordinance states a sign height to be 20 feet.  Kevin said that because the store is on highway 40, and traffic will be traveling at a faster speed, they are requesting to have a 30 foot tall sign that will by 6x6 ft. wide, so that the traffic would have enough time to slow down to enter the store.

Council Members discussed the matter and decided to defer until the meeting on August 18, 2015 and decision will be made at that time.  
Motion made by Council Member Mark Reidhead to defer decision on signage until next meeting, 2nd by Council Member John Plant.  All in favor.
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3) RV TRAILER PARK CUP REVIEW – Paul Bringhurst
Paul Bringhurst was not in attendance, but had sent a letter. Mayor Bob Abercrombie read the letter aloud.  It stated the improvements that have been completed within the last year including and entrance sign and shelter with a map of the park. Site number signs and grading and installation of gravel on the park roads.  Landscaping improvements are anticipated to begin this fall with the first phase located near the entrance of the park.
4) OIL WELL ORDINANCE – Kaelyn Meyers
Secretary Kaelyn Meyers said that the oil well ordinance was approved in Planning & Zoning to update showing the change in the ordinance to include: 

a) The well will be 1000 feet (changed from 50ft.) from any current or future development.  

b) And instead of all-weather surface paving for the road into the well site, asphalt paving will now be required.
Secretary Kaelyn Meyers was asked to place this item on the next agenda.
5) ZONE USE VIOLATIONS – Bob Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated that in the last few months, attorney Clark Allred has sent out several letters regarding ordinance violations. Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that he and other Council Members along with the City Inspector have driven around Ballard several times and have approached issues as they are found.

Jake Parrish stated that his building is for agricultural purposes. Council Members told Mr. Parrish that any building larger than 10’ x 10’ requires a purchase of a building permit, which he has not obtained. It was stated that Uintah County might have a provision for agricultural buildings but he resides in Ballard and so needs to follow the ordinances of Ballard.
