MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll.  Those in attendance were Council Members Lloyd Meacham, Tom Nordstrom, Mark Reidhead, Secretaries Kaelyn Meyers and Anissa McDonald.  Council Member John Plant was not in attendance for this meeting.

2) DOGS BARKING – Mayor Abercrombie
Orlando Cifuentes was in attendance and said that he was issued a warning for his dogs and has complied by placing bark collars on his dogs. Orlando stated that across the street from him are 8 houses, and each house has 2 dogs and when one barks they all do, so to always assume that the barking dogs are his is wrong. Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that if those dogs become a nuisance they too will be sited. Council Member Lloyd Meacham suggested to have the officer only issue warnings for now and ask for Officer to attend the next City Council meeting on November 3, 2015 to discuss the protocol for issuing citations.
3) TITLE 5 BUSINESS LICENSE ORDINANCE – Kaelyn Meyers
Title 5 Business License Ordinance was gone over and approved.
Motion was made by Council Member Tom Nordstrom to approve the clerical changes along with the Home Occupation addition to Title 5 Business License Ordinance, 2nd by Council Member Lloyd Meacham.  All in favor.

4) TITLE 15:02,03,04,05 LAND USE ORDINANCE REVIEW – Kaelyn Meyers
Deferred. Was asked to place this item on the next agenda.
5) TITLE 9:08.080 DOG NUISANCES REVIEW – Mayor Abercrombie
Title 9:08.080 Ordinance was reviewed for clarification as to when a barking dog becomes a nuisance. Secretary Kaelyn Meyers stated that in the research that was done to other ordinances, the wording is the same in all she looked at. Council Members pointed out a few minor clerical errors and decided that the wording will remain the same as it is for the time being.
6) BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated that he would like to seat a three person Board of Adjustment. Council Members suggested some names and each said they would speak to them and see if they are interested to fill one of the 3 positions.
7) WELLNESS VAN DONATION – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that Vernal City has decided they will be unable to support the wellness van at this time, and have asked if UBAG could support it for now. Therefore, Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated, Ballard City should probably not support the wellness van at this time either.

Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that ShopKo’s funds have been dissolved with the current landscaping. It was stated that this did go through the process and was approved therefore if we want trees planted it should be to our expense.
Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated that B’s Convenience store will be required to plant trees in the park strip as part of their landscaping plan.
9) PROJECT UPDATES – Eric Major
· Light poles -- Eric Major from Jones & DeMille Engineering said that the lights have shipped and should be here in 10 days, and that he has been in contact with Moon Lake Electric in regards to raising one of their power poles. 
· 1500 E. Stop Light -- Eric Major stated that regarding the stop light on 1500 east and Hwy 40, there are some right of way issues with Round Robin holding things up right now.
· Transportation Master Plan -- As far as the Transportation Master Plan, Eric Major stated that they have had 2 traffic cams out and that the coring has been done and that they are 2/3 done with the pavement assessment.  He suggested to set up a meeting with Roosevelt City and Duchesne County in regards to set up a public hearing in December or January for cross roads.
· Welcome to Ballard Sign -- Council Member Mark Reidhead said that the new welcome to Ballard sign should be done with the engraving within the next week or so.

Council Member Mark Reidhead said that Ballard Water District told them that we were not interested at this time in contributing to their pipeline, but will “keep the door open” for future communication.
