MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance were Council Members Mark Reidhead, Tom Nordstrom, Lloyd Meacham, and John Plant.  Secretaries Kaelyn Meyers and Anissa McDonald.
· Prayer – John Plant
· Pledge of Allegiance – Was said by all in attendance.
· Conflicts of Interests -- All Council Members who have a conflict with any item on the agenda please state concern.
2) ORDINANCE CITATIONS – Officer Cornaby
Officer Mark Cornaby was in attendance and stated that he gives several notices before issuing a citation. He indicated that his notices do not say that they owe a fee now but if a citation is given there will be a fee. Usually a notice results in taking care of the problem before a citation is given. Officer Cornaby said that he has issued a few citations for ‘dogs at large’, when in those cases the dogs are taken to the shelter and the homeowner is notified.
3) UDOT ROADWAYS – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie would like to have a meeting with UDOT regarding weed control and roads, to find out what is holding up the stop light on highway 40 and 1500 east. Mayor Abercrombie will have Eric Major from Jones & DeMille Engineering report on the stop light at the next meeting.
4) BALLARD LIGHTS / SIGN – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said he and Council Member Mark Reidhead have seen the new Ballard City sign and said that it turned out nice. The street lights are in and they just need to be put together and hopefully will be installed in the next week or two. Council Member Lloyd Meacham would like ideas and suggestions for Christmas decorations for the new light poles to be ready to look at during the next meeting.

5) BADLANDS ENERGY – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie discussed the approach off of highway 40 to the Badlands oil well site, stating that Planning & Zoning Chairman Mark Redmond has done a good job with talking to Badlands regarding a solution to fixing the approach.  Badlands has agreed that the approach and road needs to be fixed and said that they will address the problem as soon as possible.
6) TITLE 15:02,03,04,05 LAND USE ORDINANCE REVIEW – Kaelyn Meyers
Land Use Ordinance, title 15:02,03,04,05 was gone over and some clerical errors were added to what the Planning and Zoning Commission already found. It was stated that we will continue to make amendments to all of the Land Use Ordinance before we have a public hearing to make all the changes to Title 15.
Motion made by Council Member Mark Reidhead that Municipal Code Title 15 Land use, Chapters 02, 03, 04, 05 have been reviewed and approved.  This title will be adopted when complete Land Use Chapters have been reviewed, 2nd by Council Member Lloyd Meacham.  All in favor.
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7) PROJECT UPDATES – Eric Major
· Light Poles -- Mike Hawley was in attendance and said that the bases of the light poles can be repainted at no additional cost if we are interested.
· B’s Convenience Store -- The paving at B’s is almost complete. There are some concerns on compaction in the gas line trench on west side in the roadway.
· Shopko -- Shopko didn’t run the conduit they agreed to for B’s to hook up to the new light poles. They will need to reimburse the City for the light pole and may also need to reimburse for costs to run conduit to their east property line for B’s electrician to hook lights up there.
8) PUBLIC INPUT – 
· Speed Limit -- Jarome Johnson said that he has concerns about the speed limit on highway 40 through Ballard and is in favor of lowering the speed limit.
· Garbage Pick-up -- Council Member Lloyd Meacham said that builders in this area cannot bring outside roll offs. Due to Ballard Water Improvement Districts contract, they need to use K&K sanitation.
· Lot Line Adjustment -- Mark Kettle asked if he needs to subdivide or do a lot line adjustment to change the lot lines to merge 2 properties with the same ID into one. It was suggested that mark Kettle be put on the agenda for Planning & Zoning meeting.
9) PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATE –Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that Badlands Energy is proposing 2 new wells in the same area as the Tryon well, and that they want to be a good neighbor and are aware that the road to the current well is an issue. They are willing to work with Ballard City and UDOT to widen the approach.
