MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Mayor Bob Abercrombie welcomed all in attendance and called roll.  Those in attendance were Council Members Lloyd Meacham, Tom Nordstrom, Mark Reidhead, Secretaries Kaelyn Meyers and Anissa McDonald.  Council Member John Plant was excused from this meeting.
· Prayer – Mark Reidhead
· Pledge of Allegiance – Was said by all in attendance.
· Conflicts of Interests -- All Council Members who have a conflict with any item on the agenda please state concern.
2) K & K SANITATION – Mark Kettle
Mark Kettle and his family were here to wish the council a Merry Christmas and to ask if there was anything that they could do to make working with Ballard more efficient. It was discussed that things were going well. The Council stated that the relationship with ourselves and K&K has been good.

Mark Kettle stated that as of January 1, 2016 Uintah County landfill will increase their rates $5.00 a ton, and Duchesne County will raise theirs $2.00 a ton.  Mark Kettle said that due to those increases K&K may need to increase their rates as well. Mark Kettle said this won’t happen immediately but it will eventually need to happen. Council Member Mark Reidhead said that any increase will need to be brought up with the Water Board. Anissa McDonald was asked to place K&K on January’s Water Board Agenda.
City Council members said that after the first of the year any business that is using a competitors dumpster will be charged accordingly for garbage from K&K. 
3) ILLEGAL BUILDING – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie reiterated that any new construction requires a building permit. There were questions regarding the garage remodel on 2500 E. and what the intended use will be. It was stated that until they start using that garage as a business we can’t do much about it.
4) BALLARD SIGN – Mark Reidhead
Council Member Mark Reidhead said that the new “Welcome to Ballard” sign is close to being completed and installed. He took the Council Members to the Garage where he had the sign lit up to show what it will look like.
5) PLANNING COMMISSION UPDATE – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that Planning & Zoning Chairman Mark Redmond has been asked to attend a UDOT meeting in Salt Lake regarding the access road to the oil well location off of highway 40. He will report back to the Council what is said.
6) GRAND OPENING FOR B’S – Mayor Abercrombie
Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked office personnel to place an ad in the paper for the January 15 & 16, 2016 Grand Opening for B’s Convenience store.

· Stamp Machine – It was decided that we hold off on purchasing a stamp machine for now to see how the option of Electronic Transfers for payments may reduce the amount of mailings that take place.
· Flag Poles – Ben Mower said he is waiting for lighting to be done before the pole can go up.
· Transportation Project -- Public Works Director Ben Mower gave update from Eric Major from Jones & DeMille and said that a meeting is scheduled Thursday at 3 pm at Jones & DeMille’s office in Roosevelt to discuss the Transportation Master Plan.
· Athenian School -- M13 Construction (Contractors for Athenian School) is asking for a permanent Certificate of Occupancy.  Council Members agreed that a permanent C of O will not be signed until the signage is complete. Along with the signage, there was a discussion about installing a fence around the retention pond. It was discussed that for the children’s safety there needs to be a permanent fence installed around the retention pond.
