5) WATER HOOK UP – Rick Young
Rick Young came in with concerns regarding the letter he received from the Water District regarding his one water meter on his property. Rick Young stated that in 2008 he applied for a water connection and hook-ups. They were approved for water hook-ups. They then got perk tests and 10 lots all approved from 2600 E to 3100 E. through Uintah County. They sold a couple of lots and designated some for family. They didn’t know that there would be problems with water until 2014 when one lot came in for water hook-ups. There were concerns regarding the 6” line and fire suppression. He stated that in 2009 when subdivision was approved, it looked like Jeremy Raymond was fine with the subdivision and signed the plat. 
Rick Young stated that his engineer said that there is enough water to supply the 8 homes for the subdivision. Ben Mower stated that it is a pressure problem rather than a volume issue. Board Member Larry Henley stated that the pressure varies a lot when the tank is filling.

Rick Young indicated after all this, he then decided to run a line for his ranch. He put different troughs throughout the property and will only use a couple at a time when cattle is moved from pasture to pasture. Most of the time this will be filled with irrigation water. City water will be a backup.

Rick Young stated that there is a trailer to the back portion of his property that is there for convenience when scouts or other groups use his property and pond. 
Rick Young indicated that he had spoken to Board Member Larry Henley on his property regarding the trailer. He stated that he would like to run the water to the trailer or camp. There would not be a full time residence at the camp.

Rick Young stated that in his mind the meter is in the water district. He should be able to feed that water to wherever on his property. It isn’t any different than filling a bucket and taking it to his property.

Board Member Larry Henley reiterated that there should only be one connection to the meter. Board Member Earl Murphy stated that our agreement with the Ute Tribe states that no connections will go outside the district and this could cause a problem.

Rick Young stated that he doesn’t want to go against our agreement but his meter is in the district and feels that what he is doing should be legal. Board Member Earl Murphy stated that in the past the property north of Rick’s has wanted water and they were told no.
Rick Young suggests that he annex his property into the district. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that to make this legal we would need to annex into the district. Board Member Bob Abercrombie asked Ben Mower his opinion on the water needs of the property owners in that area. Rick Young stated that his scenario is a little different because of the subdivision that was approved and the 6 hook-ups that he has purchased. He stated that as the situation stands now, he isn’t using any more water than a residential hook-up. Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that if we had plenty of water and everything was in the district in that area it wouldn’t be a problem. Bob stated that we need to work through this whether we annex or come to a resolution so that the water is being used on the property.

Board Member Bob Abercrombie suggests that we have a work meeting and come to a resolution as to what we want to do. It was decided that Rick Young use what is currently there with no changes to the lines or system until a resolution has been reached, approximately 90 days.  The work meeting time and date will be scheduled at our Work meeting for the Standards and Specs.
6) MWPP RESOLUTION –

The yearly ordinance for waste water usage management planning needs to be approved and sent to the state. 
Motion was made by Board Member Bob Abercrombie to approve the Waste Water Usage Management Planning Ordinance #519-15. 2nd by Board Member Larry Henley. All in favor.

7) VICTORY PIPELINE – Scott Wilson
Scott Wilson handed out a Water Supply Contract for the Victory Pipeline. As an update Phase 1 the pipe is in the ground. Just finishing out the boxes and connections and appurtenances to the pipeline. They are waiting on a certain valve that required a waiver to finish phase I. This could be done at the end of September. Phase I brings the water from Starvation to just past Borham.
Phase II picks up from Borham to the end of the system at the Roosevelt/Cedar View locations. The Duchesne County Water Conservancy District wants to close on the bonds by June 30.There will be 3 segments to phase II. Scott went over the contract for phase II. 
Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that with all the changes, this is going to cost us quite a bit more money. The delivery point changed dramatically and the fee from Roosevelt quadrupled. Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that it would have been just as close for Cedar View/Neola by staying with the original plan. Scott Wilson stated that they trimmed over 1 million off the project with the alignment that is proposed. Scott Wilson stated that they would still like to have Ballard involved. Our engineer is working with Sunrise to get a dollar amount so we can move forward. Sunrise was in attendance and stated that they have the funding to move forward with seeing what can be done for us.
