7) VICTORY PIPELINE – Daren Andersen
· Daren Andersen explained that they have the different production costs for the pipeline proposals. He has presented 3 ways of connecting to the Victory Pipeline. 1) Roosevelt on Lagoon St. This would include possibly 100 ft. from Roosevelt to Ballard maybe cost $200,000 at most. The cost of the water would then be paid through Roosevelt. This line would possibly feed the lower zone only without pumping. 2) Hooking on at Cedar View/Montwell, the cost will be around $800,000 to 1 mil. Possibly pump station to pump water to upper zone. 3) Johnson water this will be between $200 - $300,000. Push up through lower zone only. The more complicated decision is to decide how to get the water. We have a good grasp if we are allowed to connect onto the different entities. 
Scott Wilson stated that it would be $1.00 per thousand to hook onto Roosevelt. Things could change with staff changes. The Exchange agreement with Victory Pipeline would deliver water to Roosevelt or other entity connections then they would wheel water to us. As Ballard uses more water we would be using Roosevelt’s capacity more. 
Scott Wilson would like to reiterate that they would really like to see Ballard be a part of the Victory Pipeline. All agencies involved need to adjust. Mark Reidhead stated that he feels like we got used. We got used to get the water started in the pipeline and then things got too expensive. Ben Mower asked if all the contracts are open for negotiation. Duchesne got pipe paid for to eliminate one or two turn out boxes.

Justin with Cedar View, said that their feeling is they would like to be good neighbors if possible. They realize Cedar View is defiantly more money but they are willing to try different options to get the water to us. Cedar View could be another 10-15 years before we could utilize the water. Daren Andersen will leave the map with Ben Mower.

Scott Wilson asked if after we deliberate if we would let him know how we want to proceed.
Office Staff was asked to call Johnson water to get on their board meeting to see what they would have to offer. Ben suggested that we could utilize the water from Johnson water with maybe have a fill station. 
· Daren Andersen has provided Ben Mower with details for a lift station standard that Ballard can implement when lift stations are in question. Daren will work on what will be incorporated into our standards. 
· Daren Andersen sated that the Impact fee study is looking good. As an example of what he is working on, our current ¾” Water impact fee is for $2200. With this study, we possibly could charge up to $5,990 dollars. We don’t have to change anything but with this study we have the ability to defend what we charge. Sewer impact is 1500 right now and we could charge up to 7,461. We can discuss this at the next board meeting.
