1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Pledge of Allegiance – was said by all present.
2) OIL AND GAS LEASE – John Maurer
The gas lease information for John Maurer’s was sent to Attorney Clark Allred. He reviewed the lease and said this a small parcel on hill top. He suggests reducing the lease to 3 years. The board suggests that we approve the lease as written.

3) IMPACT FEE ANALYSIS – Daren Anderson
Engineer Daren Anderson provided copies of the impact fee analysis for the water and sewer impact fees.  Summary of the study for Water & Sewer impacts show that we could charge up to 5,990 dollars for the water impact alone. Bob stated that Hanna charges about $4400.00. Daren indicated that we need to go over the proposed fees and decide on any changes to the fees or studies. Then we will put a resolution together and then adopt in public hearing. After the adoption of the resolution we wait 90 days to enact fees.
Daren Anderson states that if we want to make any changes to the fees that we could implement the new fees at the beginning of the year. Chairman Mark Reidhead states that we need to watch what we use the impact fees for.  Daren Anderson says with the study we can determine how much to charge and also make changes to not charge too much. Most entities don’t charge what they really can. 

Chairman Mark Reidhead asked if we would charge Sewer in a motel per room or keep charging as per the water used. Daren stated that we could charge per equivalent water use like we are doing right now. 

It was decided that we start the process and go over new fee schedule at a work meeting. Daren Anderson stated that with impact fees at least it won’t affect the current resident’s bills. Board Member Bob Abercrombie states that we need to keep it within reason but he is all for raising this for the future development. Larry Henley asked if we have ever raised the impact fees. Ben Mower stated that we have changed the sewer but haven’t changed the water since it was implemented in 2004.

Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that we should be able to make a decision tonight. He suggested we charge around 4,000 for the water impact. For the sewer we could possibly raise this 50%. Ben Mower suggested that we raise the water more than what we raise the sewer. It was decided that we raise the water impact to $4200 for a total of impact and connection fees at $6000 and $2500 for sewer impact and a total of $3000 impact and fees. We will schedule a public hearing for the next water board meeting.
Motion was made by Board Member Bob Abercrombie to start the process for raising the impact fees for water to $4200 and Sewer impact to $2500. 2nd by Board Member Earl Murphy. All in favor.

4) ILLEGAL WATER CONNECTIONS –

The house is out of the district and can’t be included in the connection.  Ben Mower will take Board Member Larry Henley and go for a ride to see if he is complying with the letter that Clark Allred sent him.

5) LANDSCAPE METER – 
Best Value Inn turned off their landscaping water in 2013. Someone turned this back on and they have been using water since 2013. We read the meter last month and they have quite the bill. When the motel called us to verify the amount he indicated they didn’t turn the water on and haven’t been using the water. According to our water contact this is a theft of service and they do owe this money. It was suggested that Secretary Anissa McDonald contact them again and state that this is theft of service and they need to pay bill or they will have water shut off.
6) REQUIRED SEWER CONNECTIONS – 
There have been a couple of residents in Ballard who have been told they need to connect to the sewer. We have sent letters to them and have added the connection on their bills. They have been paying the monthly amount but haven’t hooked onto the sewer as of yet. The last letter we sent to Mr. Schultz told him he had 60 days to comply. This was sent in 2009. The office staff would like to know what to do. Secretary Anissa McDonald will call Attorney Clark and find out if we can send a letter and shut them off in 30 days.

7) DELINQUENT LIST – 

The letter to send for the delinquent list is complete and we are starting our new policy this month. 
8) PUBLIC INPUT-

Chairman Mark Reidhead stated that the Duchesne Water Conservancy District dropped off an agreement to sign if we were to go through Roosevelt for the Starvation water. They are pushing us to make a decision regarding Victory Pipeline whether we go through Roosevelt or not. Chairman Mark Reidhead hasn’t heard anything back from Johnson Water regarding a decision for them on their proposal. Johnson Water might be the only avenue we have to get the water to us.
